LPG Vehicle Scheme - Fact Sheet
What does theLPG Vehicle Schemeffer?

. agrant of $2000 will be paid following the LPG conversion of a suitable new or used
petrol or diesel vehicle, for prate use

. agrant of $1000 will be paid following the purchase of a new vehicle, for private use,
with an LPG unit fitted at the time of manufacture of the vehicle.

The grants are available to registered owners of a new vehicle with an LPG unit fitted at the
time of manufacture or registered owners who have a new or used petrol or diesel vehicle
converted to LPG on or after 14 August 2006.

What is the purpose of this scheme?

The purpose of the scheme is to encourage the use of LPG as a transport fuelpds$e qfur
the grant is tgrovide an incentive for prospective buyers of private use vehicles to purchase
new LPG vehicles or to convert an existing petrol or diesel vehicle to LPG.

Before deciding to participate in the scheme you should consider thenddstefits of using
LPG including the purchase cost of an LPG vehicle and/or system, the impact of the grant a
the longer term prospects for LPG prices compared with the costs and benefits of the purchi
and operation of a petrol dresel vehicle.

Who can apply?

Individuals who are the registered owners of a new LPG vehicle, with an LPG unit fitted at tf
time of manufacture, or a petrol or diesel vehicle converted to an LPG system where the
vehicle is for private use (not for commercial or busines$.us

The vehicle must be registered in your name at the time of conversion, or for new cars, at th
time you purchased your new LPG vehicle.

There can only be one grant per person every three years, regardless of the number of eligi
vehicles registeredithat person's name.
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How do | claim?

You can lodge your completédPG Vehicle Schempplication Form (along with supporting
documents) at any Medicare shopfront or Centrelink Customer Service Centre either by han
or by post.

Supporting documents willéocertified and copied at any Medicare shopfront or Centrelink
Customer Service Centre.

How much does an LPG conversion cost?

Systems typically range in price from about $2000 to $4000 installed, depending on the type
of vehicle, type of system and optisn

Almost all unleaded petrdlelled vehicles can (subject to space limitations) be converted to
LPG operation.

You should seek independent advice on LPG conversion options.

The Digital Delivery Network (DDN) uses a data stream linked to the CortynRadio Network
satellite channel to deliver data directly to stabi@sed computer equipment via the station's satellite
receiver.

The DDN enables:

A online ordering, automated recording and storage of Community Radio Network satellit
programs for lger replay

A distribution of audio, image and text files via data casting e.g. AMRAP music releases
