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Arts Tasmania Aboriginal Arts Fund

Aboriginal artists and recognised Aboriginal arts organisations have been invited to apply for
assistance though the Arts Tasmania Aboriginal Arts Fund, which aims to support, revitalise
and preserve traditional and contemporary Aboriginal artforms and practices.

The fund is administered by the Tasmanian Arts Advisory Board with assistance from the
Aboriginal Arts Advisory Committee. The committee is comprised of Aboriginal community
members.

The second round of the Arts Tasmania Aboriginal Arts Fund offers grants to eligible artists
and organisations in the following categories:

A Residencies

A Mentorships

A Pr o-jindidduads

A Pr o-jOmanisations

Four-week residencies are offered to Aboriginal artists working in any artform and are located
in sites of ecological and/or cultural significance.

Mentorship grants are allocated to assist Aboriginal artists to learn from experienced mentors
anywhere in Tasmania.

Project funding is available to assist individual artists, collaborations and groups of artists,
such as actors, arts administrators, choreographers, visual artists and writers.

Eligible projects must commence after April 2009 and could include:
A Creative development to pursue projectos that deve
presentation of work;

A Skills improvement such as editorial assistance,
relevant to professional development; and

A Business opportunities for research, planning, ma
strategies.

Organisations are encouraged to apply for funding to deliver projects which employ
professional Aboriginal artists and engage the community in arts activities.

Eligible projects must commence after April 2009 and may be as diverse as:
A Ex hi dnd showoases

A Plays, concerts and festivals
A Literary magazines and publications
A Community cultural development projects.

Applicants will meet with two Arts Tasmania Program Officers, one of whom will be the
Aboriginal Arts Program Officer, to discuss projects and to refine written or verbal applications
for presentation to the Aboriginal Arts Advisory Committee.

The closing date for final applications to the 2009 Arts Tasmania Aboriginal Arts Fund
is 6 February 2009.

The committee is particularly interested in applications from emerging artists. Applications
from non-Aboriginal organisations will also be considered if projects are of benefit to
Aboriginal artists.

Description:

The Green Building Fund  program is one of the three elements of
the $240 million Clean Busines s Australia initiative. The other
elements are the  Climate Ready Program and the Retooling for
Climate Change Program.

The Green Building Fund  ($90m over 4 years) aims to reduce the
impact of Australia's built environment on green house gas
emissions, by r educing the energy consumed in the operation of
existing commercial office buildings.

The program will provide grants through two streams of activity.
Stream A:

Targets owners of existing commercial office buildings. It

supports them to reduce their ener gy consumption, by retro  -fitting
and retro -commissioning of these buildings. Grants ranging from

$50,000 to $500,000 are available, for up to 50% of project costs.

Stream B:

Targets relevant industry associations. It will provide a limited
number of grants to develop the knowledge, skills or capability of
those involved in the operation of commercial office buildings, to
improve energy efficiency and reduce emissions. Grants of up to
$200,000 are available, for up to 50% of project costs.

The Research Partnerships Program (RPP) is aimed at addressing the
|l ssue of Tasmani ads relatively | ow
research and development. Research and development is a major driver
of industry development because it creates namd smarter industries
using innovative technology and helps them to achieve global
competitiveness. The RPP will support collaboration between
Tasmaniafbased enterprises and public sector research institutes on a
project basis. The program aims to suppahe development of
Innovative products, processes or services that have the potential to be
commercialised. It will also support the adoption of a new technology by
industry.

Who is eligible? Applications for the RPP will be accepted if:

1. The applicant has not previously received funding under earlier rounds
of the program.

2. The applicant is a privately owned business operating in Tasmania.

3. The applicant has a demonstrated capacity to complete the research
project.

4. The applicant is not relying solely on RPP financial support to develop
the research project and can fund its share of eligible costs.

5. The research project can be completed within 18 months of
application approval.

6. The applicant can providecapy of its signed agreement with the
research institute, which should include arrangements governing any
intellectual property created through the project.

7. The applicant is willing to work with a regional Client Manager.
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Funding Available :

The maximum RPP contribution is $100 000 and requires, at minimum,
matched expenditure from collaborators (1:%:government: industry:
research).

Sector service providers are organisations
that provide a specific function such as education, equity promotion or
safety improvement whin the sport and recreation sector.

Funding is available to assist these organisations to improve their
capacity to deliver sport and recreation opportunities in Tasmania. There
is one funding round per year.

The Regional Arts Fund (RAF) is an Australian Government initiative supporting the
arts in regional and remote Australia and delivered in Tasmania in partnership with
Tasmanian Regional Arts.

While the Department of Environmenwater, Heritage and the Arts (DEWHA) are
responsible for the Regional Arts Fund, it is delivered by the peak regional arts
organisation in each state, and by arts departments in the territories. TRA will be
administrating these programs in Tasmania forghgod 20092012 on behalf of
DEWHA.

A key focus of the regional Arts Fund (RAF) program is to encourage the formation
of productive partnerships to support hegrewn arts activities and the creation of
networks to reduce isolation, exchange ideas abtigme opportunities.

The program also assists the professional development of, and provides employment
opportunities for, artists based in regional areas.

Providing opportunities for community members to learn arts and broader skills is
another RAF priaty. With RAF support, professional artists provide workshops and
collaborate with community participants on a wide range of creative projects.

A popular component of RAF is the quick response funding reyrdviding small
grants to artists to attend exs and workshops. These quick response grants are
supported by larger more developmentally focused grants that fund projects of local
and regional significance.

The RAF quick response grants provide funds up to $2,500 for an individual artists or
arts woker to access professional development opportunities or for smaller
developmental projects. Applicants must meet the eligibility criteria for the program
which are included on the application form (available from the TRA website).

Notification of successrootherwise is provided by TRA within ten working days.
Advice on the grant application process is also available from the TRA Regional Arts
Development Officers located in Latrobe, Launceston and Hobart.

RAF decisions on grants other than the quick respagrants are made by a peer
assessment panel of Tasmanian based artists and arts workers appointed by the
Commonwealth Arts Minister. In 2009 TRA will be convening a new RAF advisory
panel from within the arts community.
