Low Interest Loans

Low interest loans provide assistance towards capital improvements, equipment purchases and other
investments. There are no limitations on what loan funds may be used for, provided there is an arts
related outcome. Some previous uses for which loans have been sought include:

Repayment of low interest loans must take place in month instalments that total a minimum of $1,000
principal per annum plus interest. The lifetime of the loan is determined by the useful life of the items
being purchased. Arts Tasmania will not extend a loan beyond the life of the item. The maximum loan
term is ten years and the loan term can be varied in line with your ability to repay.

Artsbridge

Artsbridge is a subcategory of the Assistance to Individuals Bgram. Artsbridge provides funding for
fares (or freight) to allow Tasmanian artists to take up exceptional opportunities which may emerge after
the relevant grant round closing date (which cannot be delayed until the next funding round) to perform,
present or showcase their work interstate or overseas in ways that are strategically important to their
career development.

Note: You are only able to apply for the flight or freight costs associated with a project, not both.

Notification will take up to six weeks (30 working days) from the submission of the application and
projects may not be undertaken prior to that advice.

This is a competitive program and funds are limited. It is advisable to submit your application as early as
possible. Sekinitiated opportunities are generally considered to be less competitive than unsolicited
invitations. The fund may also be expended towards the latter part of the year.

The Assistance to Individualfunding round supports individuals, partnerships and other unincorporated
bodies working in any at form in the process of achieving a higher level of practice.

Extended Scheme March 2009

Guidelines
Introduction

The extended Tasmanian Industry Support Scheme is an initiative of the Tasmanian &wvnent that
will provide support for sustainable private sector businesses which are otherwise at risk of closure or
significant downsizing, or are experiencing an impaired investment capacity, as a result of the current
volatility in financial markets and the consequent credit conditions.

Objective
The aim of the scheme is to provide a short to medium term loan facility for Tasmanian businesses to:

e support investment projects and activities for which private sector finance would have been
available if notfor the volatility in credit markets; or

e maintain business operations and employment through temporary downturns in business
activity.

Eligibility Criteria
Applications will be accepted from businesses that:
e are Tasmanian based and produce or significélg value add to goods or services in Tasmania; and

e are a registered business with the ATO for the purpose of goods and service tax (GST)
assessments

Not Eligible:

e any government body or agency

o charitable and notfor-profit organisations

» businesses tfat are not based in Tasmania or are not primarily operating in Tasmania

e proposals for which more appropriate forms of financial assistance are offered by the Department
of Economic Development and Tourism (for example Enterprise Growth Program) or another
State Government agency, and

e proposals relating to:
- hire purchase facilities
- new housing or personal loans
- refinance of housing or personal loans
- speculative property developments.

Operation of Scheme

TISS commenced on 14 November 2008, with the extended scheme commencing 27 March 2009. The
scheme will operate for a period not exceeding 18 months from the original commencement date

pending a review of the scheme.

The Department will consider and adminiser loans for TISS under th&asmanian Development Act 1983

At the time of the requested TISS facility, applicants will need to meet the assessment criteria to enable

In exceptional cases, a TISS facility may provide the full financing needs of a business. However

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What is the Companion Card?
The Companion Card is issued to peoplehs, due to their disability, require lifelong attendant care
support to participate at most community activities and venues.

Attendant care support includes significant assistance required with mobility, communication, setfare,
or learning and planning,where the use of aids, equipment or alternative strategies does not enable the
person to carry out these tasks independently.lt does not include providing only reassurance, social
company or encouragement.

The Companion Card is also a tool to assistganisations that charge an admission or participation fee to
comply with existing anti-discrimination legislation.

The card features a photograph of the cardholder anshould be presented when booking or purchasing a
ticket at events and venues, provided te cardholder requires attendant care support in order to
participate at that particular activity. Affiliated organisations will issue the cardholder with a second
ticket for their companion at no charge.

Who is eligible?

To be eligible for a Tasmanian @mpanion Card, youmust be able todemonstrate all of the following:
1. You live in Tasmania; and

2. You have a disability; and

3. Due to the impact of your disability, you are unable to participate at most community venues or
activities without attendant care type support; and

4. Your need for this level of support will be lifdong.

Who is a companion?

A companion may be a paid or unpaid person whose primary purpose for attending a venue or event is to
provide attendant caresupport to enable the cardhotler to participate in an activity or event.

Cardholders can choose their companion, and this may vary depending on the activity and the occasion.

A person is not considered a companion for the purposes of the Companion Card program if they are
required for only reassurance, social company or encouragement.

Application Process

The people involved in your applation may be contacted to
verify the accuracy of the information provided.

Handbook and the Cardholder Application Form to be sent to you.

Australia and/or can demonstrate a significant cultural benefit to Tasmania.
