It will be noticed that the principal decreases occur in the Customs and Real and Personal Estate 
Duties, in which considerable remissions were passed during the preceding Session of Parliament. The 
total decrease compared with the Revenue of 1883 amounts to £12,670 ls. 6d., but this would have 

· been much larger if the 1884 account had not received the advantage of items properly chargeable to 
Construction that had been debited to the Tasmanian Main Line Railway Revenue Account for the years 
1883 and 1884, the repayment of which has been demanded by the Government. 

Mineral Refunds.-Under this head a debit appears in the Treasui·y Ledger of £55 4s. This item is 
the aggregate of amounts which appear to have been received by the former Deputy Commissioner of 
Crown Lands, and not accounted for, in addition to the amounts previously reported, authorised by the 
Governor in Council to be repaid and charged to a Suspense Account upon the understanding that the 
amount would be recoveredjfrom Mr. Hull, but up to this date the advance has not been recouped. 

Real Estate Dutie.~ Deficiencies.-Since the date of my last Report (3rd July, 1884), the investiga­
tion into the accounts of the Collector of Real Estate Duties at Launceston has been completed, resulting 
in the discovery of au actual deficiency and loss to the Revenue of £145 lls., which has not been in any 
way explained. A further sum of £281 5s. lld. remains also unaccounted for, which may, however, be 
the difference between the Commissioners' and the Local Rolls, as stated by Mi•. Henry, but no actual 
proof of this has been produced. A very voluminous Report of this case has been p1·inted, and will, it is 
understood, be submitted to Parliament by the Government. 

Fees imder Police A1:t.-A correspondence has taken place with the several Municipalities and the 
Treasurer for the purpose of recovering certain fees which the Law Officers have advised are payable to the 
Consolidated Revenue, but have been collected by the Council Clerks and paid into the Municipal Revenue. 
In most cases the Municipal Councils have ordered the payment of these fees to the Treasury as requested, 
but some have declined. It is very .desirable that steps should be taken to compel payment in the la,tter case.

Treasury Bills for £50,000, 
raised for a temporary object and provided for, and £450 for Debentures due but not presented for payment, 
are excluded. 

PUBLIC Bonrns. 
Municipal.-The accounts ofall the Municipalities, excepting New Norfolk, have been examined and 

passed ; respecting the exception, the Council Clerk has failed, as yet, to carry out instructions which were 
given him in May, 1884, or to produce satisfactory proof of the correctness of the amount stated to have 
been collected on account of the Water Assessment, hence the delay in passing these aceounts. The 
Glenorchy accounts as usual were forwarded in a most unsatisfactory state, causing much trouble to this 
Department to put them in order. 

Road T1·usts.-Eighty-five (85) Road Trust accounts have been examined and passed.· With respect 
to the Fingal accounts, which have not yet been forwarded, the Treasurer of the Trust, although repeatedly 
applied to, has failed to forward them or to give any reason for not doing so. 

Main Road Board.~.-All these accounts, thirty-three (33), have been examined and passed. 

11:fm·ine Boa1·d.~.-The accounts of the five Marine Boards, and of the Light-house Fund, have been 
passed and published; a qualified certificate, however, was attached to the Hobart account in consequence 
of failure to satisfy this Department respecting a small item of expenditure. 

Cemetery Accounts.-Sixteen Cemetery accounts have been examined and passed. 

Tasmanian Main Line Railn,ay.-The accounts of the Tasmanian Main Line Railway have been 
examined, and a special Report thereon forwarded to you on the 5th May last.

Territ01·ial Police Provident Fund.-The accounts of this Fund were· only received yesterday, and 
are now under examination; it is hoped that more promptness will be exhibited for the future in rendering 
these accounts. · 

Campbell Torvn Water Trust Sinking Fund.-Vnder Act 45 Viet. No. 16, it is required that 2 per 
cent. per annum of the amount borrowed for the construction of the work shall be annually invested in the 
purchase of Government Stock; upon inquiry it was found that the amount so required for 1884, £140, 
harl been placed at fixed deposit in the Bank of Australasia to be operated upon by the Honorable the 
Treasurer and one of the Tmstees of the Fund, because Government Stock could not be purchased in small 
sums, and that it was intended when the amount had accumulated sufficiently to carry out the require­
ments of the Act. 

Fingal Municipal Sinking Fund.-The Act 45 Viet. No. 16 requires that at least 2 per cent. of the 
amount of the Loan, £HJOO, for erection of Municipal Buildings should be annually set apart for 
investment in Government Stock, and in 1883 £50 was deposited in the 'freasury for that purpose; but no 
amount was paid over during 1884, and, upon inquiry, the Warden appears to be of opinion that because 
5 per cent. on the Loan was deposited in the first year, that no payment was required for the second; it is 
evident, however, that the Act requires that a special rate should be raised, and a contribution ,of not less 
than 2 per cent. paid therefrom, towards the r·edemption of the Loan, annually. 

Latrobe Road Trust Sinking Fund.:._After some delay £32 has been deposited in the Treasury, 
being 2 per cent. on the Loan of £800 raised under Act 4:5 Viet. No. 16 for the years 1883 and 1884:. The 
next instalment is due on 1st November next. · 

INSPECTION OF ACCOUNTS, 

The Travelling Inspectors have performed very useful work since last report; in addition to the 
inspection of the accounts of the several Government Departments at head quarters, those of Launceston 
and of the branches in the· country districts have been visited and reported upon, as well as those of the 
Local Bodies, comprising Road Trusts, Main Road Boards, Municipalities, and Cemetery Trusts. Some 
idea of the work carried out will be arrived at when it is considered that the country visits alone number 
153. New work has also been taken up by· this Department which was formerly undertaken by the 
Storekeeper,-viz., taking and checking stock of Stores in hand at the Gaols, General Hospitals, Hospitals 
for the Insane, Charitable Institutions, and Reformatory for 'Boys, besides additional work in connection 
with the new Lines of Railway. • 

COLONIAL STOREKEEPER'S ACCl,)UNTS, 

The accounts of the Colonial Storekeeper for 1884 were rendered more promptly than mmal, having 
reached this office on the 2nd June. The examination was completed and a special report thereon forwarded 
to you on 25th June.
