£11,015 lls. 4d. (an increase of £2968 2s. :3d. as compared with 1899); N.E. Dundas Tramway, 
£l!J45 9s. 5d. ( a dec-rease of £21 .5s. 5d. on 1899). · · 

The following line, earned less than working expenses, viz.:-Parattah and Oatlands, £442 
I ls. 7d. (an increase in loss of £68 18s. 3d. as compared with 1899; Derwent Valley, £786 16s. 
8d. ( an increase in loss of £~53 0s .. ld. as compared with 1899) ; Chudleigb, £98:1 15s. 7,J, (an 
increase in loss of £~00 0s. 8d. on 1899); Ap§ley, £1004 0s. '7d. (an increase in loss of £25 16s. 7d. 
on 1899); and Sorell, £628 9s. 8d. (an increase in loss of £316 9s. 6d. as compared with 1899). 

Thus it will be seen that the profit on those lines which paid more than working expenses was 
£46,317 6s. 4d., and the loss on those lines which paid less than working expenses was £384fi 
l-4s. Id.; leaving a nett profit of £42,471 12s. 3d., as compared with £40,360 4s. 10d. in 189!:). 

General. 

The only increase in our Railway system has been the opening of the mile of railway con­
necting the Government line at Strahan with the Mt. Lyell Company's. line at Regatta Point. 
This short s·ection was opened on the 16th October last. 

Agricultural produce shows a decrease compared with the previous year on all lines, but 
particularly on the "T estern Line. 

The introduction of reduced fares as an experiment, has caused a somewhat larger loss than 
was anticipated, because the demand :for still further reductions, on _special occasions, has been 
complied with. · 

• The intermittent and unsatisfactory supply of native coal has caused a considerable loss to the 
department, owing to the compulsory use of Newcastle coal at an increased priqe. 

The opening· of the Emu Bay Company's line to Zeehan has caused competition, and 
consequent loss in-revenue. This, I pointed out to the.Government, from time to time, would be the 
case when the concession to construct their line ·wa,s granted to the company. 

It will he necessary, shortly, to provide better rolling-stock for the Strahan-Zeehan line, the 
life of the old Main Line stock in use on that line being nearly exhausted. This is a matter which 
demands immediate attention. 

Vacuum brakes are now being· fitted to all rolling-stock. It will take at least two years to 
complete this work, and the balance of 1;ny estimate for the work will ultimately have to be provided. 

I ve1·y strongly recommend the introduction of the electric staff for the safe working· of our 
lines. The old staff and ticket system which we have in use, and which, by very strict supervision 
and great care, has so far acted safely, is quite out of date, and I do not think the Government is 
justified in continuing it much longer. 

There is a perpetual agitation for reduction in mtes throughout the Railway system, the 
public seeming to ignore the fact that the rates are being continually reduced. Since I have had the 
honour of occupying the position of General :Manager of your railways, the rates have been so 
largely reduced that for the past year the reductions, compared with the rates in operation when I 
took charge, amount to £70,000, or say, 2 per cent. on the cost of construction. Thus, had we the 
original rates of ! 885 in operation now for our present volume of traffic, the Tasmanian Railways 
wonld be paying more than 3 per cent. on the cost of const_ruction.· 

In my last report I had the honour to recommend that reserves of timber should be set apn.rt 
for railway purposes, and one reserve has been made in the Western district. I very strongly 
urge that sufficient reserves be made in all parts of the_ State, as the increased consumption and 
slnpment of timber has caused an increase in price, and in a short time the difficulty in obtaining 
~uitable timber adjacent to the railways will be very great, and the cost of renewals will he largely 
mcreased. 

As this will be the last report" I shall have the honour to submit to you Lefore my retirement 
from the service, I beg leave to express to you, and to 111:inisters, my gratitude for the courtesy, 
kindness. and;consideration I ha.ve always received. 
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To the staff I owe a lai-ge debt of gratitude, as the immunity f1·om aceirlent, and the success 
which we have achieved in the working- of our Hailways is due to the loyal a~sistance they have 
invariably rendered me at all times. 

I have ag·ain the plea1,ure to report that the year has been. free from accident.

The extension of the line to Regatta Point, junctioniug- with the lVIt. Lyell Company's 
Railway, was completed, and opened for traffic on 15th October.

_'l'he .rolling.stock in use:·))Uildings, pumps, water supplies, weighbridges, tumtables, and i11ter, 
loclqng gear, have been kept 111 good working orde.-. 

Owing to the heavy traffic a,nd increased train serviqe, the dernands upon niy department have 
been liwg·e, necessitating extra cost of working·. . 

During the past year 36 locomotives have received a thoroligh overhaul, wheels turned up, &c., 
in Latin_ceston shops, 7 of which received new tyres, 13 having· all tubes withdrawn, one being 
fitted w1th new boiler, and the remaining 12 had boilers examined and repaired, Eig·ht have also 
been ~ealt with in the Hobart shops -- 3 fitted with new boilers; 5 having· all tubes taken out, boilers 
e~ammed and repaired. Five engines have been ove1·hauled in the Strahan Shops, 2 of which we1·e 
fitted with new boilers, 3 having tubes withdrawn and boilers repafred. 

One new Sharp•Stewart engine for the North•East Dundas TranHvay was received and erected 
during the year. .
