I gAVE the honour to submit the Annual Report of the Meteorological Depa1 tment for the
Year 1898, with Tables of Observatious descriptive of the climate of Tasmania.

There are ‘at present 10 stations furnishing, by telegraph, daily 1eports at 9 A.m., and 4 of these,
namely, Low Head, Stanley, Strahan, and Southport Talso fur nish reports at 3 par. for the con-
venience of the shlppmg

A number of new observers having volunteered their services, rain-gauges ‘were supplied to
them so as to enable them to beoqn a record for 1899.

During 1898, 56 observers recorded the rainfall regularly. Imperfect records are not given in
the Report, On the whole there is a gratifving increase of mterest shown in the’ Work and
punctuality in the returns by the obse1 vers.

Observations were taken on Mount Wellington by a resident. observer from December 16th,
1897, to April 11th, 1898. These have been tabulated and submitted to eminent IVIeteonologlsta
for comparison with the simultaneous observations taken on Mount Kosciusko. The results are

not yet to hand.
