1. The cost of the Police in each Municipality beyond the amovnt that would be raised by a Ninepenny rate upon the
value of Property within such Municipality shall be paid by the Government, on the Certificate of the Inspector of Police that
the Cost of the Police in such Municipality is reduced as low as is consistent w1th efficiency.

2. In any Municipality where the Municipal Revenue does not amount to £150 a year, the Govemment shall make up the
deﬁcleucy

3. In Districts other than Municipalities a rate of Ninepence in the Pound shall be levied.
