When you arrive you will
be greeted by Parliament
House staff. They will
welcome you and help
you enter the building
through the security area.




In the security area,
you will walk through

a scanner. It is like going
through security at an
airport. This helps to
make sure everyone in
the building is safe.




After you have passed -
through the security area
you will leave any bags
INn a storage area. Your
things will be safe and
secure during your Visit.
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The staff member will lead your group
from the foyer area to go upstairs.

If you need to use an elevator the staff
member will assist you.




When moving around

the Parliament you may
walk along corridors or
In stairwells that can be
busy with other visitors.

Always follow the
Instructions of your
tour guide.

During your tour you may
visit the Long Room. You
will be asked to sit and the
staff will speak about the
work of Parliament. They
may ask you to join in and
do some activities.



The staff member will lead your group
into the House of Assembly Chamber.
You will be asked to sit in an area
called the Speaker’s Reserve.




The staff member will
explain what happens in
the Chamber on sitting
days. You may get to sit
In one of the Member of
Parliament’s chairs or in
the Speaker’s chair.
