Having received the Customs Returns of wool shipped from Tasmania from
the 30th June, 1879, to the 30th June, 1880, I beg leave to bring them under
your notice, as bearing upon the representations I have made to you regarding the
reduction of this Department. :

The following is a continuation of a Return which I have given in my Reports
for some years past. The Return speaks for itself; and I have no hesitation in
stating that the results therein shown are almost wholly attributable to the beneficial
operation of the Scab Act; which results I deem may be seriously imperilled by a
premature reduction of the inspecting staff. '
