The Petition of the Mayqr and Aldermen and other Inhabitants of the Town of 
Launceston. 

RESPECTFULLY SHOWETH : 

THAT a Bill, intituled " A Bill to amend the Law relating to the Election of Members 
of the Parliament of Tasmania," has been recently presented for the approval of 
your Honorable House, providing, amongst other things, a new mode of voting at 
Elections for Members of Parliament. 

That it is provided that each Elector's name and Ballot-paper are to be marked 
with corresponding numbers. 

That such a mode of voting would destroy the great principle of the Ballot system, 
inasmuch as every man's vote could readily be ascertained. 

That Petitioners have viewed with great satisfaction the operation of the Vote 
by Ballot at Elections,· and would deeply regret any legislation which would render 
less secret the record of the Elector's vote. 

That the mode of voting proposed will afford no new facility for the discovery 
of frauds, which, it has been publicly alleged, have been perpetrated under the present 
system. · 

That Vote ·by Ballot is very generally approved by Electors ; and that the legalising 
such a plan as that proposed to your Honorable House will have the effect of preventing· 
the exercise of the franchise in many cases. 

Your .Petitioners therefore pray that, in any amendment of the Electoral .A et for 
this Island, your Honorable House will retain the present mode of voting by Ballot. . 

And, as in duty bound, your Petitioners will ever pray, &c.
