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The ‘above return gives the working of each line-in detail, and shows that the following lines
earned more than their working expenses, viz. :—Main Line, £12,201 4s. 7d. (being an increase of
£1459 5s. 5d. on 1898) ; Western Line, £16,024 15s. 1d. (an increase of £7102 19s. 7d4. on
1898); Fingal Line, £2233 18s. 84. (a decrease of £667 Ys. 3d. as compared with 1898);
Scottsdale Line, £2867 11s. 7d. (an increase of £909 18s. 11d. on 1898) ; West Coast, £10,014
3s. 114. (a decrease of £5965 19s. 5d. on 1898).

The following lines earned less than their working expenses :—Parattah and Oatlands, £373
13s. 4d. (£36 15s. 7d. more loss than in 1898) ; Derwent Valley, £533 16s. 7d. (£96 1ls. 11d.
less loss than in 1898 ; Chudleigh, £783 14s 11d. (£55 16s. 2d. less than in 1898) ; Apsley, £978
4s. (£135 6s. 11d. less than the previous year); Sorell, £312 0s. 2d. (£269 6s. 10d. less than in
1898).

Thus it will be seen that, the profit on those lines which paid more than working expenses was
£43,341 135, 10d., and the loss on those lines which paid less than working expenses was £2981
9s.; leaving a net profit for the year’s working of £40,360 4s. 10d. being an increase of
£3359 1s. 6d. on 1898,

General.

A bountiful harvest helped our receipts on all lines except those on the West Coast, which
were not affected thereby.

A marked feature in our working is the fall in net revenue of the West Coast Lines, and
whilst we carried 23,691 more tons of goods and minerals, we earned for this service £5965 19s. 5d.
less than we earned for the smaller tonnage in 1898.

This is accounted for by the system of treating ores locally, instead of shipping for treatment.
Instead of carrying full train loads of concentrates the whole length of the Strahan-Zeehan
Line, the bulk of the ore goes direct to the smelters, giving us a very short carriage at a very low
rate. '

The rates on minerals have been so reduced that large quantities of ore are now carried to the
smelters of exceedingly low grade, which class of ore would be left on the ground were it not for
the cheap railway facilities now afforded.

Whhilst the Colony derives great advantage from the assistance given to mining low-grade ores,
the direct effect upon the West Coast Railways, which carried such a largely increased tonnage, has
been to reduce the net profit from 556 to 3-34 per cent.

The net profit on the Strahan-Zeehan Line for the year was 3-38 per cent., and on' the tram-
way 3-20 per cent.

The success of the North-East Duandas Tramway has proved that this class of line is
admirably adapted for opening up mineral fields in mountainous districts. During the year the
tramway earned £6015 10s. 6d., at cost for working of £4048 15s. 8d., leaving a surplus of
£1966 l4s. 10d. The number of passengers carried was 14,164, and the goods and minerals
11,602 tous ; the earnings per train-mile being 4s. 4-83d., and the cost of working per train-mile
25, 11:566d. The profit on working the tramway is equal to 3:20 per cent. on the cost of
constraction.

The Emu Bay Compé,ny’s railway, when completed to Zeehan, will affect our earnings,
éspecially in passenger revenue, to a considerable extent.

Expenses on all lines have increased by very extensive renewals and repairs, which were
allowed to stand over during the time of depression; but it is anticipated that these will be com-
pleted at the end of the year 1900, when a corresponding increase in net profits will appear.

There has been some comment from time to time on the rates for passengers, and the annouuce-
ment, that in New Zealand fares are to be uniformly one penny per mile second-class, and one
penny halfpenny per mile first class, and return tickets double fare, bas brought this matter rather
prominently before the public.

We could apply this system of fares to our railways, with a loss of less than £3000 per annum,
if we could keep up the present number of passengers. :

The average rate now earned per passenger carried per wile is 1'13 pence, or, say one penny
and one-eighth per mile,

I am satisfied that the public as a whole prefer our present method of running very cheap
excursions on all holiday occasions, and that the adoption of the New Zealand system would not
increase revenue. -
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Our excursion rates are remarkably low; for instance, compare them with Vietoria, where the
excursion fare is about one-eighth more than single fare.

The impossibility of lighting carriages satisfactorily with oil, leads me to recommend some
expenditure upon electric-lighting on our through trains. Experience goes to show that Stone’s
system}of electric lighting is the most suitable, as each carriage generates its own electricity, and
the cost is not excessive.

I desire to call attention to the increased difficulty of procuring veally geod timber, and I
recommend—indeed, urge—that reserves of timber be set apart for railway purposes.

Increased rolling-stock is urgently required. On public holidays, especially when a large number
of troops has to be carried, there is not sufficient carriage-accommodation for execursionists, and
there is'a loss of revenue from this cause.

There has been no preventable accident, and the staff has maintained its high character.

I mavEe the honour to report on the condition and maintenance of the Tasmanian Railways
for 1899.
Main Line.

The permanent way is in very good order. Bridges, culverts, and buildings, have been
satisfactorily maintained. The bridge over the South Esk, at Clarendon, has been practically renewed.

The Horse-shoe viaduct was destroyed by fire on the 12th February. Traffic was only
interrupted for six days, owing to the skill and rapidity with which a temporary deviation was
coustrueted under the direction and supervision of Mr. Nairn, the Resident Engineer, who was
vigorously assisted by the staff. The viaduct has been replaced by an embankment, and the
grzdients much improved, enabling better loads to be taken between Brighton and Bridgewater.

Improvements have been made at Hobart, New Town, Brighton Junction, Campania,
Rhiyndaston, York Plains, Tunbridge, and Campbell Town. A new station, with passenger
platform, loading platform and cattle yards, has been constructed at Clarendon.

Derwent Valley Line.

The permanent way and works are in good order.
Improvements and additions have been made at Dromedary, Hayes, and Macquarie Plains.

: Sorell Line.
The buildings are in good order,
The permanent way is in fair running condition, but many of the sleepers are showing signs of

decay, and the renewals in hand will be considerable.

Two rooms have been added to the cottage at Shark Point, and improvements to cottage at

Frogmore have been made.

Apsley Line.
The buildings, bridges, culverts, and permanent way on this line have been satisfactorily
maintained,
Parattah and Oatlands Line.

This line is in good running order.
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Western Lirie— Launceston to Ulnerstone. -
The permanent way is in fairly good order. Bridges and culverts have received careful

attention, and a good deal of painting has been done with other renewals to buildings.
Improvements have been made at Deloraine and Latrobe.

) Chudleigh Line.
This braneh is in fair order. '
. o . Scottsdale Line.

This line is in good order.

Improvements nave heen made at Lietinna, Wyena, and Goleonda.

A dam has been huilt, and a hydraulic ram fixed at Karoola to supply engines with water.

Fingal Line.
The Fingal Line is in fairly good running. condition.

The station buildings and cottages have been painted, and received necessary repairs. Bridges
and culverts have been satisfactorily maintained.

Strahan-Zeehan Line.

"The permanent way, works, and buildings, have been maintained in fair order. Three cottages
have been built at West Strahan, and workshops and carriage shops enlarged. A shelter-shed has
_ been erected at Austral ; a cottage built, and other improvements made at Silver Bell.

The goods shed at Zeehan has been extended.

A connection is being made with the Mount Lyell Railway at Regatta Point, and an extension
of the wharf at Strahan is being carried out. :

North-East Dundas Tramway.

The permanent way has been satisfactorily maintained, and the works and buildings are in
good order. '

A new engine shed has been coustructed at Zeehan, also a transfer shed.

A cottage and turn-table have been built at Kapi. Minor improvements have been mada at
Williamsford and Montezuma, giving further passenger accommodation.

An extension of the 2-ft. gange from Zeehan to Silver Bell is in hand,

Zeehan-Dundas Line.
This line is in fair order.
' Ulverstone- Burnie Line.
The works of construction of this line are under contract.

Ezxploration Survey.

A satisfactory examination of the country between Sheffield and Rosebery has been carried.
out, showing that a practically direct line can he ohtained, with reasonable gradients, from Railion,
via Sheflield, to the West Coast.

I BEG to submit the following Report on the working of the Locomotive, Carriage, and Wagon
Department for the past twelve months. The rolling stock in use, buildings, pumps, weter
supplies, signals, and interlocking gear have been kept in good working order.

Owing to the heavy traffic during the past year the demands on my Department have been
large, necessitating extra cost of working, and I would point out that to cope with increased traffic
it will be necessary to augment my present stock of locomotives.
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During the year 32 locomotives have received a thorough overhaul, wheels turned up, &ec., in
Launceston shops, 5 of which received new tyres, 8 having all tubes withdrawn, boilers examined,
and extensive repairs effected, 5 have also been dealt with in the ¥obart shops, 2 of which received
new tyres, 4 having tubes taken out and heavy boiler repairs, 6 engines have also been overhauled
in the Strahan shops, all of which had tubes withdrawn and boilers extensively repaired.

North-East Dundas Tramway.

One new Krauss engine was received and erected, also one second-hand Krauss purchased,
thoroughly overhauled, and placed in traffic. The five engines and rolling stock on the North-East
Dundag Tram have also been kept in repair.

The train mileage for the past twelve months on all lines, was, including North-East Dundas
Tram and shanting, 1,081,531 miles.

The maintenance of all lines, instruments, and batteries, was satisfactorily carried our, and all
failures due to wear and tear received prompt attention on the part of the Telegraph staff during
the year, aud it is gratifying to place on record that the cordial and barmonious co-operation of the
Permanent Way staff, generally, contributed largely to a successful year’s operations., The Tele-
graph clerical work at stations iuspected by me from time to time disclosed uniformly satisfactory
results, while the heavy operating duties at Hobart and Launceston Stations could bardly have
been more skilfully and correctly performed by any staff of telegraphists.

Appended will be found a Summary, detailing Telegraph circuits on railway routes; a steady
inarease of Postal Department’s wires strung on Railway Department’s poles, will be observed, the
result of Telephonic extension, which promises to be heavy during the current year.
