Each visit to the Franklin occupies 3, and to Three-hut Point
2 days; and, the travelling, being entirely by boat, sometimes a
a longer period, in consequence of adverse weather,

There is no record as to the actual number of visits. There is,
of course, a record of all cases tried; but I am at the office
sometimes to sign documents. Sometimes there is no business, ,
and sometimes informations or complaints are made which do
not appear on the Records until tried. There are 134 visits
recorded, i.e., when cases have been disposed of at the office.
I have frequently been at the office from three to five hours, in
cases of Petty Larceny or cases for committal to the Supreme
Court. I also attend once a month at the Police Office as Deputy
Commissioner of the Court of Requests.

As a general rule the R. S. M. attends at the Police Office,
George Town, daily, and 200 times in the period named, officially.

The duty of the Resident Magistrate requires that he should
visit the Police Office daily, when necessary. The number of
cases tried by him during the year ending 1 August, 1861, as
shown by the Record Book, are 130 ; this, however, does not
show more than about one half the number of visits made during
the year.

I have no means of making a Return of the number of times
that I have attended in the performance of my duties us Resident
Stipendiary Magistrate. I have sat judicially on 109 occasions ;
but I have attended officially, at the very lowest calculation,
twice as often as such a Return indicates.

No account of the number of visits has been kept 3 but, by the
Police Records, I find I have been sitting ox the Bench 139 days

between the 1st August, 1860, and the 31st August, 1861.
