I HAVE the honor to retlll'n here-\vith your Balance Sheets and Annual Statements of' the Public 
Accounts for the year 1869, which have been duly examined in this Office, together with the Journals 
and Ledgers belonging to your Department. 

Referring to the Balance Sheet of the Land Fund, I have to point out, that in consequence of the 
Return fornished by the Survey Department as the basis for computing the one-Jou1·th Reserve under 
Section 19 of The Waste Lands Act, No. 4, having had included in it the revenues derived from 
Agricultural Lands which are separately reserved, for specific purposes, by Sections 7 of that A.et and 
5 and 7 of A.et No. 5, a correction will have to be made in the present year's Accounts by re-transferring 
to the general Land Fund the sum of £81 0s. 4d. over-credited to the Reserve Fund under- Section 19; 
the other Reserve Funds having been duly credited in 1869 with their respective amounts. · 

In attention to a requirement of the Audit A.et, which directs that I should report any instance 
of' sums allowed without vouchers, or with imperfect vouchers, I have to bring under notice the payment 
of £765 14s. 6d. on the 14th October last, through the Solicitor-General, to discharge the amount 
of' an award to Mr. J. M. Dooley of £717 14s. 6d., and to defray the Arbitration Fee, with costs 
attending the same, £48. 

Although this transaction does not come literally within the terms_ of the A.et quoted, inasmuch as 
the payment is sufficiently vouched so far as the Colonial Treasury is concerned, still, as the mode adopted 
in the settlement of the claim was, from the force of circumstances, quite out of the ordinary course, 
I have felt it to be my duty to introduce -the subject into. this Report. 

Mr. Dooley, who was previously a. District .Surveyor, presented, on his· services being dispensed 
with, unsettled claims against the Treasury for slll'veys stated to have been effected by him for the 
Survey Department to the extent of £932 2s. lOd., and for survey ancl other work undertaken for the 
Public W arks Department, £208 2s. 3d., making together a sum of' £1140 5s. Id. 

The Surveyor-General objected to a large portion of the demand connected with his Department 
on several grounds; such as, surveys undertaken without instructions and many of them of no use, 
work imperfectly peiformed, surveys conditionally authorised but conditions not completed, assumed· 
over-charges, and so forth: some of the surveys for_ which payment was claimed dating back as far as 
the year 1862. 

The objections of the Director of Public Works to the claim on his Department were based on the 
fact that certain Tracks which Dooley had contracted to lay out and clear through Castra and to Gunn's 
Plains had not been completed in accordance with the terms of contract, especially as to gradients. 

Mr. Dooley placed his claims in the hands of his Attorney to proceed against the Government for 
recovery of the amount; but it was determined by His Excellency the Governor in Council that the 
question should. be submitted to Arbitration, which, having been agreed to by Mr. Dooley's legal 
adviser, w11s accordingly carried into effect,-the result being that Mr. Dooley's demand was reduced 
to £717 10s. 6d. as before mentioned, together with £40 16s. Od. paid to him from the Treasury in the 
usual way, making in all £758 10s. 6d., as against £1140 5s. ld. the amount claimed by him. 

It scarcely appears to me necessary to enter into further details in this letter, as, should more 
information be desirecl on the subject, the cash vouchers with supporting documents and all the 
correspondence could, it is presumed, be submitted to the Parliament, and those papers would afford 
every particular in possession of the Government connected with this business.
