A difference of opinion having arisen between the Government ancl myself with respect to the 
construction to be placed upon Sections 19 and 20 of the new Audit Regulations as regards excess of 
Expenditure not previously authorised by Parliament, referred to in the above-mentioned Memoranda, I 
think it desirable that the correspondence on the subject should be published for the information of Parlia­
ment, with the hope that definite instructions may be issued for my future guidance; and threfore append 
it to this Report (A). 

Audit Act, No. 3.-The result o:f the passing of the new Audit Act and Regulations, which came 
into operation on 11th December last, has been to strengthen the hands of this Department, the stringent rules 
under, Sections 10 and 11 of the General Regulations especially having had a marked effect as regards the 
collections of Revenue, the Returns having been rendered with commendable punctuality with very few 
exceptions; the system of pre-audit or· certain expenditure under Sections 19 and 20 has also had a bene­
ficial effect in saving queries, and in other respects ; nor has it been found that a previous reference to this 
office has delayed to any material extent the settlement of claims duly authorised, the only difficulty that 
has arisen being that referred to in the last paragraph. I append a Return (B) of authorities issued for 
Expenditure not previously authorised or recognised by Parliament since the passing of " The Audit Act, 
No. 3," to the present date, exclusive of excesses in the details of Establishments.

FROM a perusal of the Auditor's Memorandum of the 1st February, 1878, I understand him to·he <if opinion that 
the circumstances under which a case of emergency has arisen should ·be intimated to him to enable him to prepare a 
report of the reasons.which induced the Governor in CounciJ.to consider-any particular case as one of emergency. 

· Regulation 19, Schedule 1, ot "The A~dit Act," No. 3, provides.for two cases in which:the Governor in Council 
may. authorise the expenditure of money for purposes not recognised or-provided for by Parliament,-(!) cases of 
emergency; (2) excesses in the details of establishments, not being salaries. 

Regulation 20 provides that " In any. case of excess in the expenditure under the authority of the Governor in 
Co~ncil, as previously defined, an immediate intimation shall be made to the· Colonial Auditor of such authority 
havrng been granted, and the eHect thereof; and it shall not be lawful for the Colonial Treasurer to make any pay­
ment 1;nder such authority without the.previous report .of the Colonial Auditor that the payment has been du1y 
authorised." 

An intimation is to be made to the Auditor of the autltority having been granted, and the effect tltereof. 
The words "and the effect thereof" refer to the effect which the authority already granted will have-that is to say,. 
whether the case is. to be placed under the head of'" emergency" or that of "excess in detail." " The effect qf the 
autlwrity which has been granted'' cannot be construed to mean "tlte reasons wltick weighed with the Executive in grant­
ing suck authority.'' The construction contended for would substitute the word " cause" for the word "effect.'' 

-The regulation further provides that no payment is to be made under such authority without the previous report 
of the Auditor that the payment has been duly authorised ; that is to say, the Auditor must take care that the case 
has been intimated to him as one of emergency or ot excess in detail, and that the payment has been authorised by 
the Governor in Council, not merely by a Minister or head ofa department. 

If the Legislature intended tliat the.reasons for any particular payment should be furnished to the Auditor, then 
~he A~t appears to be _defective, It seems to me, ·however, that the framers of the Act could not have had any such 
mtent1on. 
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.Ass11ming the Auditor's suggested interpretation to be correct, it would follow that the Governor in Council 
would have to abide by the Auditor's decision in each case of.emergeney; inasmuch as if the Act req11ires the reasons 
to be given, tbe Auditor must judge of the sufficiency of those reasons before he can report that a payment has been 
duly a,uthorisrd. The Auditor would thus be constituted judge of the propriety of the action oft.he Executive, because 
the Treasurer cannot make any payment withoiif the previous report of the Auditor; and in the event of the Auditor 
considering the reasons insufficient, he would be placeJ in the invidious position of reversing the considered decision 
of the Governor in Council. · . ,

Tmi: Colonial Auditor having read the Hon. the Attorney-General's opinion of.the 7th instant, as to the ·legal 
interpretation of Section 20 of the new .Audit Reg11lations, will be prepared, in defere·nce to that opinion, to report in 
any' foture case-of emergency that theexpendit11re has been authorised by the Governor in Cot111cil, withollt requiring 
an explanation ·as to what constitutes the emergency in each particular case, but reserving to himself the right to 
protest against expenditure that he may deern unnecessary, in order that no delay m,ay occ11r in the settlement of 
claims against the Government. 

· 'At the same time he feels that he is bound to give his impression of what was the intention of Parliament in 
providing a check against expenditure not previously authorised. · 

Under· Srction 19 · of the former Regulations under "The Audit Act," r.he Colonial Treasurer could pay amounts 
not authorised lly Parliament without previous reference to the Colonial Auditor, and the Auditor could afterwards, 
under Section 8 of "The Audit Act," 22 Vir:t. No. 6, require full explanation as to the necessity for incurring such 
eitpenditure; it was, how1wer, found-in practice that post-audit in such cases was not a sufficient chock, and, therefore, 
t~e system of pre-audit was introduced in Section 20 ot the new Act and Reg11lations; and it is clear that a special 
restriction was intended to ·be provided with regard to expenditure of which Parliament has no cog11izance us· 
distinguished from excesses on votes already' taken: if, therefore, the Auditor has not now the right to question 
expenditure unauthorised by Parliament, it :is evident that the new rule.instead of improving the check will have a· 
contrary effect. · · · · · · · · · 

The Auditor wishes to add, with reference to the latter paragraph of the Hon. the Attorney-General's Minute, 
that he is undo1· the impression that the rule referred to docs not give him power to veto an net of the Executive, but 
that having the circumstances of each case before him, he would be in a position in forwarding his Report to protest 
before payment against expenditure which he might consider unnecessary-without tor a moment thinking he would 
have the right to positively refuse to report in any· case-in other words that the new rule gives him the opportunity 
before payment of doing that which under the former Reg11lations he had the right to do afterwards.
