The difficulty of 'obtaining returns .. from some of those persons to whom applica_tioris 
are made. still continues·; and · in-· many instances there is still a great amount of care; 
lessness; · in regard both to the making up · and forwarding of the returns, which 
very seriously adds to the difficulties of my office, I wish, therefore; to· irirpress upori 
all- who are called on to furni~h Statistical · Returns, that a few· minutes · spent i:ri 
checking them before they are sent in would save· me very much time and labor, and 
not be any ~~rdship-if indeed it were not_~- positive gain-to themselves. Applica,tions 
for ;information; ·which might have . been · furnished in a few hours, have in many 
instances had· to be repeated over and ·over again~· and several proof sheets have been 
d~layed in consequence. If such persons would only reflect how.much their negligence 
or indifference increases the vast labor arid anxiety nece·ssarily, under the 'most. favorable 
circumstances, involved in this work,· they would;- I· trust, be more· considerate, ·and snow 
a ·more prompt compliance with the requests made to them. · ·,

· :The.p~pulation of Tasmania on the 31st D~cember,-1868, is, estimated to have b.eeri 
100,706, being an increase of2251 -persons during the year, which is at the rate of 2·286 
per cent. In: 1867, the increase :was only 1087, or l ·116 per cent.; and in 1866, 2167, 
or 2°28, per cent: ; so that the increase, in 1868 was the same· as that of 1866, and more 
than double tha~ of 1867; The increase by Immigration in 1868 was, for the whole 
Colony,. 723 ; at Launceston (including out-ports) there was an increase of 888 ; while 
at Hobart Town there was a decrease of 165. In 1867 the numbers stood: at Hobart

The whole number of persons added to the population by means of immigration 
during the above quinquennial period was only 1225, or at the average rate of 245 a 
year. The.increase was much larger ,at Launceston than.at Hobart Town·; -but this was 
in a measure caused by the fact that many persons prefer coming from Melbourne to 
Laun_ceston, .and thence proceeding .across the island, to braving the additional discomforts 

· attending the longer voyage from :Melbourne direct to Hobart Town. But after making 
all due allowance for this, we can hardly come to any other conclusion than that.the 
comparatiively .la.l'ge increase .of 888 at Launceston ,in 1868 ;was, in -a great meii,sure, 
composed of persons attracted thither by the -railway worlfs now in progress. 

The increase of Population from excess of Births over Deat_hs amounted in 18_68 to 
1528, being at the rate of l ·517 per -cent. of the Populatio1;1. on .3:1 December. -On _a 
comparison with the figures given in page vi of the Report for 1867, it will be seen that 
i;o low a rate has not occm-red since 1858, .the furthest period to which the fov.estigation 
was .there -_carried. This .was due, not to any remarkable diminution -in the number Q.f 
Births, but to the unusual .mortality, to -which -more ;particular reference will be c1-m1d_e 
1.mder .the .head of " Yital Statistics." T;he -mean increase from this so_urce for 1JJ.e 
quinquep,nial period 1863-67 being 1·688, we observe that there was .!L de!)lensionjn 
il868 .t.o ,the exte:µt of ,O· 171 -per cent. 

In reference .to .the constant ·decrease ,of the ratio of Births to Deaths which has -no:w 
been going ·on for ~o -lllany years, -it was .observed in my last ;i.:l_eport .that, :if tiie-- sa,_me 
de.crease _should continue to prevail, in the same degree, in little -more tha,_n sev:e:n ,years 
thence all :accessio_n to the .populat.ion .from excess .of Births over Deaths w:ould entir_ely 
~ease, and ,the ,popuiati011, so far as it isrecri1ite<;l from this source, -woul_d •t:hen begi;n :to 
decrease. This statement excited s9me ,surprise ,at the tiil_l.~, a11d attempts we1:e m_ade ;t9 
impugn its accuracy, on the assumption that in arriving at my conclusion I_ had over­
JooJ,rnd the fact that a co.n~iderable -µu1I1ber of Births are e:very .;year J!,;lft unregi_stered. 
But a very slig·ht consideration should be sufficient to show that Sll~h ,an oJ~jection h!J.S 
no weight whatever. The last census (in 1861) which was taken four years, within a. 
few days, after the one preceding, sho:we.d an excess of about 2100 over the estimated 
Population, or say 525 a year. Granting then that the major part of this excess was to 
lJe :put ·to .the _account ofunregistered Births, that ,does .not in any ;way invalidate my 
conclusion, for we are entitled fo assume .that the number .of unregistered Births does 
,not :v.ary :in any considerable degree .as .between .one year and another. The .error .of 
.defect ·may ,thus be regarded ,as a--' .constant' ,(fo borrow a mathematical term), and does 
,not.in any way interfere cW:ith .the .ev;olution of the law, as .deduced in my-former repor.t. 
An analysis of the returns ·now before us ,tends .to confirm the ·result then ar:rived at. 

Assisted Fifty..-six persons arrived in.the ,Colony in 1868 as Bounty Immigrants. {Of .these 
Immigration. 44 were from Ireland, 7 from England,.and:5 from Scotland. · ·

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: , . , . Whil~ speaking on the subje~t of Ini~igration, lt-~aybe liseful, for the irtformatioii 
of persons out of the Colony, .who may peruse t_his Report, to give a brief abstract of th~ 
provisions of The Immigration Act. of 1867, 31 Victoria, No. 26. Those provisiori'$ 
refer to two classes of Immigrants._ I. Those who may proceed " direc_t from Europe ~~ 
Tasmania." The conditions prescribed in this case are, that the Immigrant shall pay 
the full cost of the passage of himself and family ; that he shall not have previously 
resided_ in the Colony ; and that he shall be approved by the Immigration Agent.. On 
satisfying these conditions, he is entitled to receive " a Land Order Warrant, which shall 
specify the names and ages, as well of the person to whom it is issued, as also of the 
Emigrant or respective Emigrants _on account of the payment of whose passage money 
the same is issued." " Such Land Order Warrant shall entitle the holder thereof to 
receive, immediately on his arrival in the Colony, one Land Order in respect of each 
person .•. whose passage money has been paid in full, ... and all such Land Orders shall 
be of the respective nominal values of £18 for each Emigrant of the age of 15 years 
or upwards, and £9 for each Emigi·ant-child between the ages of Twelve months and 
Fifteen years." These Land Orders are to be available to their full nominal value, iri 
payment. of_ the purchas~ money for any waste Lands purchased by the Immigrant at 
any Government Sale, or by selection under the Waste Lands Act; . 

2. The second class of Immigrants referred to in the Immigration Act of 1867, is 
that of persons " arriving in the Colony with ~he intention of settling therein, from 
Europe or India," as cabin or intermediate passengers. The conditions in this case are, 
that the passage money shall be paid by the Immigrants themselves ; and that they 
shall not have previously received or accepted Land Orders within the meaning· of the 
Act; Each Immigrant of this class is· entitled, at any time within 12 months_ after 
arrival in the Colony, to Certificates from the Board of Immigration, authorising hiin 
to select, respectively, 30 acres of land for himself, and 20 acres for his wife, within 12 
months of their arrival; and 10 acres for each child, also within 12 months of its arrival. 
The selections are to be made within 12 months after the date of the Certificates received 
from the Board, which Certificates are to be received in payment of the " purchase money 
of any waste Lands selected by virtue of such Certificates -for purchase under the 19th 
Section of the Waste Lands Act, 1863." 

A further condition, applying to both these classes of Immigrants, is, that they shall 
not receive a " Grant" -that is, a Title Deed--'--for their land until they have resided for 
five years in the Colony, if alive so long. In case of death before that period, the 
heir-at-law or devisee can claim the Grant, as if the condition of residence had been 
fulfilled. If the Immigrant leaves the Colony before th_e stipulated time, of course· the 
land reverts to the Crown. 

During the last year, it was proposed to appoint an Agent under this Act whose 
sphere of duty should be in England ; but, for reasons which it is not necessary here to 
specify, the intention was not carried out. Mr. Buck was, however, at the close of the 
year, appointed an Emigration Agent for Germany, and has departed· on his mission. 
Those who know anything· of the German character must augur the best results fro;m 
Mr. Buck's operations. The German peasantry are remarkable for- precisely those 
qualities which are most deficient in our own Colonists, especially of that class which it 
is intended to introduce,-namely, steady painstaking perseverance, thrift, attachment to 
the soil, the habit of making the most of small things, and living on a little. I have 
myself known many instances where German- Immigrants have done well in this 
Colony; and, from very small beginnings, have acquired property, and become naturalised 
subjects of the British Crown ; and a large number of other similar instances were dis­
covered by l\fr. Buck, who visited many Districts in the Colony with that view. There 
is reason to believe that the example of a fair sprinkling of Germans among our 
industrial population would have a beneficial effect upon the character of the latter ; and 
their admiration of, and attachment to, those Ilritish institutions which have been trans­
planted in the Colonies, together with the prevalence among them of education. and 
agricultural training, make th~m especially desirable as immigrants. There is, perhaps; 
no other· country in Europe, (save possibly Belgium), in whose people the qualities 
mentioned are found in an equal degree. · 

In England, public attention has lately been strongly directed to the subject of 
relieving the Mother Country of her surplus population, and various schemes have been 
suggested for the purpose. Thei;e seems every reason, therefore, to believe that 
before long a stream of immigration will flow thence to the shores of th_e Austi-alasian 
Cokmies,-Tasinania among the number;· and thus we may gain that infusion of new 
blood which is so vitally necessary in order to repair the mischief caused by continual

L The Imports in 1868 were valued at £845,152, against £856,348 in 1867, heing a 
.~ecrease of £11,196. . . . . . . . ' . . · : · • . • 

... . The Exports are represented by the sum of £920,820, being· an increase of 
_£130,326 as compared with those of 1867. This is the largest increase between th~ 
~xports of any two consecutive years in the whole of the period from 1857. to 1868. 
Of the Exports, 98·72 per cent. in value was of articles the produce of the Colony; 
the_ value of British and Foreign produce and manufactures being only l ·28 per cent. of 
the whole.

Until last year, no distinction was made in the Customs' records between g·oods 
imported direct from Victoria and those which were imported from the United King­
dom by way of Victoria. In the early part of 1868, however, instructions were g·iven 
to the Collectors of Customs to return each class of goods under its proper head ; and· 
it is therefore to be presl1med that in 1868 the above figures correctly indicate om· 
commercial relations with those countries. 

The commerce at the two ports, in the last three years, stands thus :-

. It will be seen that while at Hobart Town, in 1868, both the Imports and Exports 
were considerably less than in 1866,-the former by £29,715, the latter by £41,925,­
at Launceston the Imports were less by only £7240, while the Exports were greater 
by £128,139. As between 1867 and 1868, the Exports at Launceston had increased lJy 
£177,506, or 64·57 per cent. ; the Imports by £44,294, or 12·25 per cent. 

_ To this remarkable increase in the Exports at Launceston the following article~ 
contributed to the extent specified after each :-Bran, £2675; Fruit, green, £4968; 
Flour, £26,060; Oats, £42,475; Wheat, £19,235; Sheep (to Victoria), £3750; Oat­
meal, £2182; Potatoes, £9269; Wool, £88,254.;1(, On the other hand, there was a 
considerable decrease in Timber exported from the Northern side.

<_ • .• Among the Imports at Hobart Town in 1868 will be found 5 packages of Coin, 
v:alued at £13,500. This is the first time for many years that any record is made of either 
'imports or exp·orts of Coin or Bullion. The attention of the Collectors of Customs wa_s 
.c~lled by the Hon. Colonial Treasurer to the omission, and a notice was inserted in the 
(}overnment Gazette, . requesting shippers and consignees to pass entries for all Coin an_d 
}3ulliop. received or despatched, as in the case of any other goods. So long· as they 
neglect, or are not called ~1pon to do so, it is evident that the Customs Returns do Wl,:t 
furnish a true statement of our commercial relations with other countries. That there 
)nust be large transactiqns in the preci01is metals will be seen by a glance at the above 
table of Imports and Exports. For example : our balance of trade with the Mauritius 
.for the three years showed a sum of £105,866 against us, which must have been remitted 
:in specie or bullion, of which there is no mention. In like manner, the balance between 
.Victoria and Tasmania was against the latter, so that it must have been restored by 
remittances of specie or bullion to Victoria ; while, from the United Kingdom and New, 
._South Wales, there must have been an influx of the precious metals hither. . 

,_· Having been requ~sted by the Commission on Distillation to prepare some Returns 
showing the quantity of Spirits imported, it may be interesting to glance at some of the 
~·esults. I have extended the inquiry to some other articles of general use,-namely, 
Tea, Sugar, and Tobacco,-and give the quantities entered for home consumption in the 
.Table which follows.* ·

The result of the enquiry as regards Spirits is very remarkable. In 1833 the con­
sumption of Spirits was 104,637 gallons ; from which time it decreased to 72,091 gallons 
in 1850. The influence of the gold discoveries raised it to 185,879 gallons in 1854. 
Since then it has dwindled down year by year with unvarying uniformity, until 1868, 
'when it :was no more than 66,517 gallons. The consumption per head of the total 
population was, in 1838, 2 galls. ; in 1851, l · l galls. ; in 185!, l ·7 galls. ; in 1861~ 
1·2 galls.; and in 1868, only 0·66 gall. The decrease m Rum Is the mostremarkable, 
68,502 galls. having been drunk in 1838 with a population of only 45,8'16, and only 
29,086 gallons in 1868, with an estiinated population of 100,706 ! · · · · · · · 

. _It is _not easy !ci. say, ~ith ~ny cer.tainty; what ar~ the'causes of this decrease in the 
consumption of Spmts. Some hav~ supposed that It has been brought about by the 
substitution of malt liquors" of ·home 'produce ; but here we are met by the significant 
fact that the number of Breweries was returned as 38 in 1858, and only 31 in 1868:

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Tue emigration of large n:umbei:s of working men:, the increase of 2s. per gallon in the 
duty on Rum in 1863, and the general decline in the consuming power of the people', 
must certainly have had a large share in causing·the decline. · · · -, 

The consuII?-ption of. Tea, Sugar, and Tobacco appears to have been so capricious, 
that it is exceedingly difficult to account for the irregularities exhibited. The increase on 
these commodities in 1868 was entirely on the Northern side of the Island. . 

The consumption per head of the total population was, in 1861,· (the_year of the last 
Census), of Tea, 6·23 lbs.; of Sugar, 104·31 lbs.; of Tobacco, 2 lbs. , In the last five 
years (1864-8) the mean consumption was, Tea, fr08 lbs.; Sugar, 70·29 lbs. ; Tobacco, 
l ·58 lbs. In the previous five years, (1859-63,) it was, of Tea, .. 7·40 lbs. ; of Sugar, 
91 ·41 lbs. ; of Tobacco, l ·93 lbs. · 

I find that in the United Kingdom, in 1867; the quantities of the ab'ove articles per 
head retained for home consumption was, Spirits (imported and exciseable), 0·98 galls.; 
Tea, 3·68 lbs. ; Sugar, 40·58 lbs.; Tobacco, l ·35 lbs.'" The consumption of Tea and 
Sugar in Tasmania thus appears to be nearly double that in the United Kingdom ; and 
that of Butcher's Meat is certainly not less in proj)ortion. I do not think any stronger 
argument could be found to prove how much better is the condition iii this respect, 
of the people generally in this Colony than in the old countries. 

Two Returns have been added in the present volume, showing the quantities ancl 
values of articles of home produce exported during the past ten years ; and similai• 
Returns will be repeated on foture occasions,' So much having been said about oui• 
Export trade in my former reports, it will be sufficient now to add a very few words in 
reference to this subject. We observe an increase in 1868 on the Exports of Bran 
and Pollard; Flour; Oats; Barley, (the quantity being larger than it has been for many 
years previously); Hops; Sperm Oil; Treenails, Spokes, &c.; Laths and Shingles (as 
compared with 1867 only); Sawn and hewn Timber; and Veg·etables. On the other 
hand, there is a decrease in Bark ; Butter and Cheese ; Fruit ; Wheat; Hides, Skins, 
and Leather; Horses and Sheep ; Palings ; Posts and Rails, &c. ; Piles and Beams, &c. 
On Wool there is an increase so remarkable as to deserve separate mention. Tl1e 
quantity was greater than in any one of the ten years from 1859 to 1868. Comparing the 
two last years of that period, the increase amounted to 30·9 per cent. Such a result, in 
spite of the ravages of fluke, and the dry season in the Southern side of the Island, was 
so contrary to expectation, that I enquired of the Collector of Customs at Launceston 
whether there was not some error in the Return ; but was assured that the quantity stated 
was correct, the increase being caused by one ship having taken two cargoes of Wool 
within the year, one being· the cliJ> of 1867, the other of 1868. 

Before quitting the subject of our Exports, I would beg to call .the attention of all 
persons engaged in preparing home produce for market, and especially for sale beyond 
the Colony, to the injury which our commerce has sustained from carelessness in this par­
ticular. Severe strictures were lately made in some of the local papers as to the state in 
which Grain was brought to market by Tasmanian farmers ; and I have a very distinct 
recollection of similar complaints having been made in former years in respect to Timber. 
It cannot be doubted that this cause has had at least some share in the declension of our 
commerce; and the mischief, once done, is difficult to repair. It is therefore greatly to 
be desired that our producing classes will take more care in future that their goods may 
be presented in good marketable condition. Every man who does not do this is not only 
_an enemy to his own interests, but also to his country. It should be remembered, that 
where the trade is so small as it is in this Colony, any want of confidence produces a 
much more sensible effect than where the transactions are on a more extensive scale. 

The publication of the Board of Trade referred to in the Note to· this pag·e, affords 
some useful information with reference to the Imports of Wool (Sheep, Lamb, and 
:Alpaca) into the United Kingdom between the years 1853 and 1867.

. The .supply from --Spain -seems -to be exceedingly irregular, a;nd· generally quite 
j,nsignificant: from Germany it is also irregular, and apparently declining: •'-' Other 
:Countries. of Europe" furnish a tolerably steady supply, ·ranging from 27 millions of 
pounds -in 1853 to 17 milli_ons in 1867: from South Africa it has increased from 7 to 
36 millions : from the East Indies it has also increased from 12 to 15 millions, reaching 

· 26 (nearly) _in_ 1866 :_ from South America the supply has been gradually rising from 
10 to 21 millions: from "Other Countries" there is a small increase. The only 
rivals, therefore, whose ,co;mpetition the Australian Colonies need fear, are South Africa 
and South .America ; b;ut even their contributions are -small in comparison with those of 
Australia, which in ·another year (supposing· the increase to continue) would be able, 
single-handed, .to supplr ~he ·British Market with the entire quantity ;required for home 
consumption ! It ~s e;vident that :the limit of profi,t;i,qle pro9'uctiq_n has been attained, 
unless new purchasers can be founq.. 

The subject pf Free Trade among the Australasian· group of Colonies has, I am 
happy to say, recei:v:ed.a large share .of'p.ublic attention since the publication of last year's 
Report. The -Chawbers of .Cowmerce of the .djfferent .Colonies were invited to meet at 
a ConferenG,e in Syd_ney to consider _the proposal to es_tahlisli a;µ A.:ustrall!,!!i!Ln Zollverein; 
and three of them, namely, Victoria, New South Wales, and South Australia, appointed 
Representatives for· the purpose, the Tasmanian Chamber expressing its approval .of the 
.pro.position by letter. · The Representatives met in .Sydney, and passed Resolutions 
affirming the desirability of carrying out such a Union; and it is now understood to have 
-been ,decided that a Conference of Delegates from the Governments .of the Colo,nies 
represented ,(including Tasmania) shall be held in October next. · 

'nte general feeling of.the .Col9nies seems .to be strongly in fav:or of the ,proposed 
,Customs Union, .and Learnestly hope that no local jealousies, or. narrow prejudices, will 
be permitted to -prevent a consumµiation so devoutly .to be wished. In .discussing ,the 
terms of such a Union, the adherents of free trade and protection will be likely to differ ; 
Jbut it is far better that each should make some concession, .than that an arrangement so 
.fr.aught with important advantages .to all should be suffered to fall to the grom,1d for an.y 
want of.agreement among the Colonies. · 

There is one point in reference to the scale of duties to be adopted on which I feel 
13pme.,delicacy.in touching; but it is so important, that I choose rather to incur the risk 
of appeari:i;1g .presumptuous, .than to pass it o:ver in silence. The. failure of the negotia,­
tions :held in 1863 with the -view .of establishing, among other things, ,a simple _and 
uniform tariff for the Colonies represented, was caused-by the want of agreement. among 

· .the Legislatures .of ,those Colonies, whose sanction .wa13 required to be giv.en to the Tariff_ 
adopted .by the ,Delegates before it could have the force of law. There is no reason .to 
suppose that if the same course were again ,pursued, .the .result would .be in any way 
different; and thus the Commercial Federation of the Colonies would almost certainly be as 
far from ,being -established ,as ,it was .in.1863. It would seem .then, that the ,only ,course 
:which ,giv:es. any ,rea_sonable. promise, of .effecting that .object, is, tp.at the Members ,of •the 
several Legislatures who may pe appointed to represent the Colonies should be investe<;l 
by Act or Resolution of their respective Parliaments with full powers to settle and finally 
pass:into :law the proposed uniform Tariff: by making the Tariff subject .to revisal at 
stated· periods, .,say, every ,three years, any defet:!ts might ,easily ,be .cured·; and means 
might then be taken for the amendment of anything which might be distasteful to any 
of.the contracting ~Colonies. 

As the subject of a Customs Union is new .to. most .people in .these .Colonies, Jand 
as few will take the trouble to examine it closely, it may be useful to enumerate, as far 
as ~e can,.the.adv:antages :whichjt.is ,likely to .confer, ,not ori ,any .one section, .class, 01· 
country, but on the w}10le group of.contracting ~Colonies_.

It cannot be doubted that the throwing open of this trade of sixty millions to the 
different Colonies will have an enormous influence in developing the resources of each, 
and will open up many new sources of employment for labor. The present restrictions 
on production being removed, and the number of available consumers being multiplied­
as regards this Colony-by 17, many industries may then be profitably established whi_ch 
at present, for want of a more extended market, would not afford an adequate return for 
the necessa1;y capital;· it being· a well~established law, ·that production on a large·. scale 
is more economical and profitable than on a small _scale. Production being thus 
stimulated, wealth, and what is called the" wage-fund," will be proportionally increased.·

The number of registered Steamers on 31 December, 1868, was 11, the same as in 
1867. One, of iron, was. struck off the Register at Hobart Town; another,. of wood,

The RElturn of Whal~ Fisheries shows an increase in 1868 of 6 Vessels· ~~ployed, 
with a tonnage of 1568. One hundred and fifty additional men found employII!ent iµ 
this branch. of industry in that year. The increase in Oil, the produce of the fisheries, as 
_c9mpared with the previous year, was-

The· excess in the value of the produce (including 10 c:wt. Whalebone) was £29,746, 
or 130·47 per cent. This is the most encouraging feature in the whole of the returns 
now under review. 

- The quantity of Coal'raised in 1868 was 9054 tons, ~gainst 8341 in ._1867 .. The 
increase took place at Tasman's Peninsula and Seymour, notwithstanding that the mines 
at the latter place were worked only from.March to December. 

The return of prices of Provisions and other articles in g~nerai · use for 1868 has been 
enlarged by the addition of many other commodities, and the prices; instead of being 
taken only on the 31st December, have been taken at the end of each quarter, so as to 
show the limits ·for the whole year. Instead, however, of striking an average, and so 
giving rates which would in reality be fictitious, I have preferred to indicate merely the 
extremes, 1eaving the reader to strike an average, if he chooses. The returns in 1868 and 
former years being compiled upon different principles, it would obviously be delusive to 
institute any comparison between them. It may, however, be stated that, as regards the 
necessaries of life, Flour see.ms to have been dearer, having risen to £18 per ton in 
March quarter of 1868, the lowest price being £15 in the September quarter. Potatoes 
were cheaper. Beef in March quarter, 1868, was-from 6d. to 8d. per lb., or about the 
same as in 1867; but in the next quarter, in consequence of the Gra:z;iers entering into 
direct competition with the Butchers, the price was fi·om 2kd, to 5d. only, and remained 
for the rest of the year at from 4d. to 6d. The competition so established has since 
been withdrawn. The .price of mutton was, of course, similarly affected. •

The amount realised by the sale of Crown Land in 1868 was som·ewhat larger than 
in 1867, but it will be observed that the Revenue derived from the rent of such land was• 
smaller, the ravages of fluke among the sheep having caused many Crown tenants to 
abandon their holdings. Of the Debentures issued, £60,142 were for the construction of 
various Public Works sanctioned in previous years, and £61,700 for the exchange or 
redemption of other Debentures, under the·provisions of "The Debentures Consolidation 
Act."

. · ·.· Having· myself experienced· considei·able embarrassmep.t · iri. . ·endeavouring to give 
a clear ·-abstract of the Accounts of the Gener'al Revenue and· Land Fund, I trust I'. 
shall not seem to overstep the proper limits of my duty if I venture to suggest that the 
consolidation of both Funds into ·one wquld remove the great difficulty which_ is now felt 
in comprehending the' Accounts ; would enable all persons interested in. the affairs of this 
Colony to understand its financial condition more readily and perfectly ; and would: thus·:

ExcJumge, 
Interest, &c. 

. I have added this year a Return of the Rates of Exchange, Discount, and Interest, 
for which I am indebted to the courtesy of the Manager of the Union Bank. On, 
London, at 60 days' sight, the purchasing price for Merchants' Bills ranged from 1 per 
cent. discount to par; the selling price of Bank Bills from one-half to one and a half 
per cent. ·premium. On the other Colonies of the. group at sight, the purchasing rate: 
varied from one-quarter to 1 per cent. ; the selling rate from one-half to one per cent., 
premium. The Rates of Discount and Interest charged by the Banks varied, according. 
to the number.of days, from 7 to 10 per cent. per annum. 

The interest allowed by the Banks on fixed Deposits for 12 months (which may 
be taken as the standard) was, in the first quarter, 5 per cent.; in the second, 4; in 
the third, 3. This fact,.toget,her with. others that have. from. time to time appeared,•, 
shows that the amount of unemployed capital has been increasing. Such being the 
case, a favorable opportunity is now presented of establishing new industries,· such as 
the brewing of malt liquors for exportation, the manufacture of woollen cloth, the 
extension of the ,vhale Fisheries, perhaps also the supply of the Melbourne market 
with fish as an article of food, and the utilisation of our woods for ornamental purposes. 
The operatives discharged from the dockyai·ds in England· might possibly be advan­
tageously employed in· ship-building Ii.er(;). . By means· of chea}':1 · ca1:iital, . our extensive 
coal measures might be made to yield their wealth; and as the progi·ess of railway 
works in the different Colonies must cause an increasing demand for. iron;· it might be 
worth considering· whether the manufacture .of that metal might not be profitably 
carried on in this Colony. . · . · · . .

. The Return of Gold Mining operations in 1868 is very far from satisfactory. It is' 
true, the produce of Alluvial. Digging• appears to have increased from 144·3 ozs. to 

· 245·35 ozs., but as there were on an average 2 men less employed, it may be inferred 
that the additional quantity is to be accounted for by supposing that a more accurate 
account has been kept of the Gold produced. As regards the Quartz Mines, the, 
Fingal Company was riot at work during any part of the year ; arid' the statement 
furnished by the Union Company shows a decrease of 4269 in the. number of Tons of 
Quartz crushed; of454·5 ozs. in the quantity of Gold procluced; and of £1050 1 ls. 6d. 
in the value. The average yield, as returned by this Company in 1868, had however 
increased to more than double what it was in 1867, being 7 dwts. 3·67 grs. instead of 
~- dwts. 6·5 grs. But although one Company bad thus stopped- working, and, the. other 
had contracted its operations, it is not to be inferred that the reefs at Fingal have been 
exhausted. The fa.et seems to be that they have not. yet been pmperly explored ; and a. 
new reef is understood to have been lately discovered, which is said to present very 
satisfactory indications. 

Gold Mining, 

The Public Debt of this Colony- 01:i 31 December, 1868 ( consisting of Debentures. Public-Debt: 
actually issued) was £1,027,400, of which £300,000 were for the construction of the 
Launceston and Western Railway, and; though issued under the auspices of the General 
Gover_nment under a re-guarantee as to.the payment of interest, were for the purposes of· 
a -private Company. ·Deducting this £300,000, therefore, as forming· no part of the. 
debt incurred for Government purposes, the actual indebtedness of the· Public Treasury · 
on 31 December last was but £7.27,400, or £7 4s. 5½d- per head. ·

The number of Volunteers on the books on 31st December, 1868, was 262, of whom 
165 were on the Southern side, and 97 on the Northern. The expenditure for the year 
was £2294 8s. 7d. 

The number of Aborigines in the Government establishment was the same as in the 
preceding year, the expenditure being considerably less. Since last year, the only sur-· 
viving male of the race has died, so that now only .two females are left. 

Tlie Return relating to Boards of Works shows an amount of £18,437 9s. 7d. at 
the disposal of the Boards duiing the year; an expenditure of £9170 2s. 8(1.; and an 
unexpended balance at the· end of the year of £9267 6s. lld; 

The mileag·e of Roads under the control of the different Trusts in 1868 is stated to 
have been 2475:l,; the amount of Rates, Tolls, and certain other receipts, £13,126 14s. 4d.; 
the aid from Government, £5867 12s. 5d,, making, with the balance from last year, a 
total of revenue of £24,170 0s. 7½d. The expenditure was: in Salaries to Clerks, Col­
lectors, and Treasurers, £1036 6s. Id.; on Roads, £17,077 12s. l0½d,; other expenses, 
£2534 ls. 5d.; making together, £20,648 0s. 4½d, , 

In the Municipalities of Hobart Town and Launceston there appears a decrease of 
£1307 on the annual value of rateable property, which in 1868 was £168,844. The 
receipts were: from Rates, £23,498 13s. 3d.; from Government, £1668' 8s. 7d.; from 
Fees, Fines, Licences, &c., £2024 14s. 3d.; from other sources, £9198 13s. lld., making, 
with balance, a total of £36,990 5s. 2d. The expenditure was: for Municipal Salaries, 
£2546 13s. 4d.; for Police, £3244 6s. 2d.; for Miscellaneous purposes, £29,819 13s. Id.;. 
total, £35,610 12s. 7d. In the Rural Municipalities the value of rateable property had 
increased from £390,956 to £400,532; the amount of Rates from £11,225 (omitting 
fractions) to £13,711 ; while the aid received from Government fell from £9472 to 
£3210. The_ expenditure differed but little in the two years, that for 1868 being-on 
Municipal Salaries, £4639; on Police, £13,077; Miscellaneous, £5176; total, £22,892.

The· 'Agricultural and Live Stock Returns, having been delayed beyond their .usual 
time, will be published as an Appendix, to this Volume. In the last Session of Parlia­
. meilt, the Y.ote for the expense's of 'Collection of the Agricultural Statistics was increased 
'from £200 to £300 ·; and it became ·incumbent on me to devise a system by which those 
·statistics·might be made more accurate and·trustworthy. The increase was too small.to 
:allow·of any radical ·change being made, even -if it were desirable, and it was therefore 
· necessary to confine the alterations within· certain limits. New forms were carefully 
,elaborated, ana ·issued, · with· full directions, to the collectors; who were enjoined .to use 
· every possible ·means to erisuie accuracy in collecting :and -~ompiling the -particulars. · The 
)llan ·now adopted" is this. There i~ first a ,large sheet op. which the :names of the. parties, 
the' acreage, ·produce, ·ap.d live ·sto~k ·are entered .. 'The totals -of these sheets are then 
entered 'in another form; which shows some ·particulars more conveniently than they could 
have been arrived -at on the first form. This plan, while it ensures greater accuracy, 
·creates a much farger am~mnt of work.than the old.system. When received at my·Office, 
·'the· totals are ·checked, ·and:if any errors :ire .detected ·or inferred, they are at once,cor­
-rected, or referred to the · Collectors for inforrp.atiori, ·as the case may require. ·'.:This 
·system, although a great irriproveme1ffo11t}ie former, is still-9-efective in one point,-that 
· of tim_e. The forms were ·sent out· tliis -year in the middle 0of March, but-there has .been 
· great-delay m returning them, those for Sorell, Glenorchy; and Hamilton :having been 
;receive<,! orily 01i the 12th, 20th, f1,nd 21st instant respectively, and those ,for ·Richmond 
·not 'having·been 'received ·up to the present time; In order ,to obviate this difficulty:, 
1 proposed;in-a Memorandum which Thad-the honorto submit to you, on 14th .Tune 
last, to adopt the method now in use in South Australia;and ':viictoria. If this sugge~tion 
sho.uld be !1,pproved, a Schedule will be presented by th,e Collectors to every gTower 
:of-crops :orowner of stock-to'be 'filled ·up, as in. the ·taki~g -of a Census, and returned. 
·When the 'Schedules are ·returned with the ·required , information, they ,will ,be ,e:µtered 
by the Collector on the form now in use, and the latter will be dealt with as at present.

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A limited time, say fourteen days, after the 31st March will be· allowed for the collection 
of the .Schedules, and _the compnation of the Returns. But in order to carry out such 
!a system, it is.absolutely necessary that a sufficien1nurriher of Sub:.:collectors should be 

· employed to finish the work within the, appoiI\ted time ; . and' for this purpose a more 
· liberal vote would be required .. 4'.fte_r· consulting with 'the. Inspector of Police, whose 
intimate· knowledge of the ·different districts_ makes· him . well qualified to offer an 

· opinion; I mimed· in my estimate for 1870 the sum of £800; which I believe .will ·cover 
the expense of collecting and compiling the Statistics in the districts, and also of the 
extra clerical assistance which will be required to check .and reduce them in my own 
Office. The sum voted for this purpose in South Australia is · £1500, about £350 of 
which is required for the Office work,-checking the Schedules and compiling the 
Returns. The conclusion to which l have. been led by the compilation of the present 
;returl),s is, that under_the exi~ting system, w_hiie a cqnsiderable degree of accuracy may 
be secured, the work will never be performed with proper despatch ; and it will therefore 
remain for the Legislature to decide whether it will regard the early publication of the 
Agricultural Statistics as of sufficient importance to justify, the expenditure of such a sum 
.as is necessary to effect it. · · 

The work of the Collectors has, as a general rule, been better performed this year 
than in former years, but in some cases there are still. evidences of want of proper care ; 
and-in a few districts, in consequence of the forms not having been properly understood, 
the particulars have had to be taken a second time, which. has of course been one cause 
of delay. Some of the Collectors, however, have taken much pains to make their work 
,correct and complete ; among whom are those at New Norfolk and Deloraine. Their 
returns were in the highest degree satisfactory, and reflect great credit upon the compilers. 

I requested the Collectors to furnish general reports upon the state of Agriculture, 
&c. in their several Districts, and many of them did so. Extracts from these reports 
are published in the Appendix following the ordinary Returns . 

. These reports, together with the Returns, show an absence of all improvement 
among the agriculturists. The hop-growers of New Norfolk are the only exception. 
They have formed_ an association for the ptll'pose of collecting and imparting information, 
from which much benefit must, if the association is energetically supported, result to the 
promoters and the Colony. I have already advocated the formation of similar com­
binations among agriculturists generally, and hope that so good an example will _be 
followed by them. 

But, beneficial as the establishment of such societies or associations would be, it 
would not supply the great want-systematic instruction in the principles and practice of 
agricultural science. This can only be imparted through the channel of school-teaching, 
or a regular course of lectures,-the one being for the rising generation, the other for 
adults. Such a course of instruction, it appears to me, might be made, in Country 
Districts, to form a part of our present Public School System, without incurring any 
additional expense beyond that which would be necessary to provide a few requisites,­
namely, class hooks, prints of farm implements, &c., such as are published by the Irish 
National School Commissioners. To make the system complete, where the teacher 
might be competent to do so, evening lectures on eleme:q.tary agricultural chemistry, 
improved methods of cultivation, common errors of bad farming, and other topics con­
nected with the subject; should be delivered for the, benefit of those who could not be 
reached by the ordinary school instruction. The children should be required to devote a 
part of their time to the actual work of cultivation ; and where there is no school reserve 
available for the purpose, a convenient plot of ground might be rented. In many places 
land would either be offered rent free, or given, for so useful an object. In this way, not 
only would the scholars acquire a large amount of practical and scientific information, but 
they would also learn to work, and so would forni habits of industry and manual labor. 
When we consider that no wealth can be produced without labor of that kind, surely 
the importance of industrial training cannot be overrated. If anything were wanted to 
add force to such a consideration, it would be found in the troops of children who now 
.infest our streets, in whom idleness and vice are doing their work, and raising up a 
generation of beggars and criminals who will at no distant date become an intolerable 
addition to the burdens-heavy enough ah·eady-of _crime and pauperism bequeathed to 
us by the policy of the Imperial Government .. 

It may conduce to a more careful consideration of_ these suggestions, if we take a 
.survey of what is being done in the way of agricultural instruction in some other countries. 
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__ In Ireland there were, in 1866, under the control of the Commissioners of National 
:Education, one, model farm at Glasnevin, County Dublin, and 19·.School farms, the 
receipts and expenditure ot which are shown below.

The Commissioner~ report : "The total number of School farms in. connecti·on: · o~ 
the 31st December, 1866, was 109,* of which 20 were School Farms of the First Class, 
-under the exclusive management of o.ur Board, and 18 were School Farms of the First 
Class under local manag~ment.. Of the. remaining number, 66 were ordinary School 
Farms, and 5 were School gardens,-,-one of the latter being under our own manage-
·-ment." · · 

· In these Agricultural Schools the Inspector has dra~n up, a~d _caused to . be sus­
pended in eae;h School, "a -list of the principal errors of Irish husbandry," the substance 
of whicp. is either committed to memory by the pupils, or used· for the purpose of a 
dictation _exercise. The beneficial effect of thus impressing the essentials of good 
~usbandry on the minds of the students in early life can hardly be overrated. 

The Inspector of Irish Agricultural.National Schools concludes his .Report for 1866 
in the following words, which apply quite as strongly to the wants of this Colony as they 
do to those of Ireland,-perhaps, indeed, more so : '' I.have no hesitation .in saying that, 
.if correct and rational ideas on the leading principles of husbandry can be impressed on 
the minds of the. rising generation of farmers, through the teaching and example of 
correct practice afforded by the ,Agricultural Schools, the httter will return to the country 
a; thousandfold the amount annually expended on their maintenance .. The annual loss 
or deficit in agricultural produce, resulting from ig·norant and injudicious management in 
a few of the matters to which I. have referred, .such as the rude and unskilful modes of 
sowing and harvesting grain crops, treatment of the hay crop, management of manure, 
injudicious treatment of live stock, &c., may be reckoned by millions. The only sure 
and certain mode of preventing this loss, and of thereby securing a vast addition to the 
products of o.ur national industry, is by widely diffusing industrial intelligence of a 
character adapted to the capacity and peculiar circumstances. and requirements of our 
industrial population. The agricultural industry of this country wants many improve­
mei1ts to unfetter, properly direct, and 'fully develop its energies and reso.urces ; but the 
great and primary want is sou11d industrial intelligence. ·This want it is the aim and 
_object of the Agricultural Schools to _supply; and if they accomplish their mission, as 
they promise to do, in an effectiv_e and economical manner, it will hereafter be admitted, 
even by those who are now the m·ost sceptical. as .to .their utility, that_ they have done vast 
service to the country, and :have. deserve~ well the moderate amount of support given 
them by the State." t ·

In the United States liberal provision has been made for agricultural instruction~ In the Unite~: 
. The following account of it is extracted from the evidence given by the Rev. H. S. Earl States. 
before a Select Committee of the House of Assembly of South Australia, in 1868 :-
_" In 1862 there was passed an Act in Congress granting 30,000 acres of land in scrip for

It. is placed in connection with the Kentucky 
University-made one of the Colleges of that· University; and the State having eleven 
senators and ·representatives, it has scrip for 330,000 acres of land. 'l'he scrip is sold, the 
money invested, and the proceeds applied for the·maintenance of the College; and in that 
way, through the grant from -Congress; it educates· 300 students." Each State has "its 
own agricu:ltm;al and mechanical college.- They avail-themselves of the' offer with certain 
restrictions. The State has to furnish a certain amount itself besides. One hundred 
thousand dollars, I believe, were required . from the Kentucky Legislature, and they just 
handed that responsibility over to the Kentucky University, which guaranteed the amount. 
It is just the same thing-it does not cost the State anything at all." 

In Upper Canada there . i!;i a Minister of Agriculture and Statistics, and a Board of 
Agriculture. .The Report of the Board for the year 1866 furnishes the following infor­
mation :-The amount of prizes offored by the Board at- the Provincial Exhibi1.i.on of 
1866 was 12,712 dollars; the amount awarded, 10,288½ dollars; and the number of 
entries, 6279. There w~re 264 ·township or branch Agricultural Societies, which had 
'' received; in subscriptions from theii;-Members, up to the time of applying· for the Public 
Grant, the sum of39,254·30 dollars, and from the Publi~ Funds the net sum of 44,630·76 
dollars, all to be applied to the purposes for which they are established by Statute." 
Agricultural instruction is provided by the Board'; and its effects- are thus referred to:­
." Professor Buckland has, during the past year, in a number of successive towns, visited 
and lectured at public meetings in the following counties; viz.-Essex, Kent, Lambton, 
Perth, Huron, Middlesex, Oxford, Brant, Halton, Peel, Siincoe, York, Ontario, 
]Jurham, Northumberland, Renfrew, Carleton, Russell, Lennox, and Addington. In 
this useful labour he has occupied twenty-three weeks' time, and has held eig-hty-three 
meetings, at which the attendance has been from forty or fifty to one hundred and fifty 
or two hundred persons each meeting. He has besides, had much personal intercourse 
with farmers in the above counties, and a few others where meetings were not convened. 
He has found, and has endeavoured to e:qcourage, an active desire to acquire a knowledge 
of· the most improved system . foi· developing the resources of the land, and has also 
endeavoured to promote a spirit of intercourse and mutual co-operation and inquii'Y 
amongst the farmers in the more remote districts. Amongst other subjects, he has specially 
brought to the attention of his auditors the importance of the improvement of stock by 
·using pure-bred male animals; the better and more thorough cultivation of land, by 
applying the labour to a less surface, and leaving a larg·er amount in pasturage ; the 
advantages and means of pursuing dairy husbandry, flax cultivation, &c. &c. 'His lectures 
l1ave been looked forward to· by the members of Agricultural Societies and others with 
much interest, as a means of acquiring valuable information, and have been, as a general 
rule, well attended. . . 

The Veterinary School continues in successful operation, in connec.tion with the 
course of agricultural lectm;es given by Professor Buckland, assisted by other Professors 
of the University, to occasional students, each winter. At the recent session there were in 
att!:)rrdance seventeen students, of whom thii·teen were studying veterinary science with 
the view of practising· it as a profession." · 

"Prussia maintains four Royal Academies of Ag·riculture, at which both the theory 
and the practice of farming are taught in a course lasting two years, and costing each 
student less than £8 a year for instruction in political and rmal economy, based on 
statistics in farming, and the management of trees and words; in the mode of manufac­
tui'ing sugar, beer, b1'icks, and draining tiles; in mineralogy, geology, botany, and 
chemistry, &c. For the amateurs a less practical instruction is provided at institutes 
attached to the Universities of Halle and Berlin. Below. the Academies are nineteen 
provincial Schools of Agricultur~, subsidized by _the State. to the aggregate amount of 
about £2000, and for the most part kept. by some large farmer, assisted by the neighbor­
ing apothecary, schoolmaster, and vetei'inary· surgeon. There are further in Prussia 
numerous special ' Schools' for particular branches, such as market-gardening, and the 
cultivation of meadows and woods·; and the care of frmt-trees is taught in 134 schools in 
the ancient provinces alone. . The system of paid instruction is completed by the curious 
institution of wandering· teachers, who. circulate from village to village, criticising the cul­
tivation, and giving advice about rotations of crops and the most suitable kinds of manure.

In Austria, "throughout the Empire special institutions .-exist for agricultural In Austria, 
educatio.n, carefully:adapted tc>'the several: gra,'des. of students, and- a:lso to tlie different 
branches of-rural·economy; - -These- are supported chiefly' by liberal subsidies from the 
State-by the provinces or districts in which they_are located-and (to a small extent) by 
private meajis."~. ,.

Agricuitural' Institutions, ·of which there ·seem to be 10. 2. Farm Schools, of which 
there ai:e 1.4. 3, Higher Forest Schools, 5 in number ; with other Schools for special 
subjectsl •Regular ·.courses of ag;rici1lt.ur~l _lectures· are given in the Universities ·of Vienna 
and Prag, 'and in 'J4 other institutions. By .. these means about 300 teachers 'are enabled 
to give instruation,.to some 2500 students. 'l'he. subsidies from the State vary in amount 
from 1000 _ to 10,000. florins per annum . ., The students' ,expenses- are kept as low as 
possible., In the. higher schools the students. are not found. board and }odging; but in the 
lower'schools these are 'provided, and at a very eco.nomical r.ate. Of Agricultural Societies 
and U riions · there are· 119, with about 80,000 regular members. " Of these, !;i2 are 
specially devoted to husbandry, 10 to forestry, 21 to garden, fruit, and vine cultivation,

The' Coi611y of Victoria has sought to promote the, interests of agriculture by an In Victoria~ 
annual grant of £6000, which is expended by the Board of Agriculture; and there is 
also a Model Farm. '·

~nough has been said to show that it is the interest of. every State, by some means or 
(?ther; to seek.'to educate its people in the principles and practice of scientific and economic 
agriculture. The two phief ends to be . attained by such an education are, l. to diminish 
the cost, and to increase the profit of production ; 2. to preserve unimpaired, or even to 
enhance, the, fertility of the soil. , Surely in these things, more than in any others, is to be 
found the ge~m ,of national prosperi.ty. - ·

The Returns in reference to Churches and Sunday Schools are still, I am sorry to 
say, extremely imperfect. The particulars relating to the Church of England had to 
be collected from the published proceedings of the Synod, the· Returns sent in to the 
Secretary being found to be worthless ; but there appears reason to hope that better 
results may be looked for in another year. Many Ministers of other denominations, to 
whom circulars were sent, either from indifference or disinclination to furnish information, 
neglected to comply. In regard to the Wesleyan Methodists, although the Chairman of 
the District has shown every disposition to supply the information sought, he. informed me 
that he was unable to do so on this occasion. · 

The abstract of the Returns filed in the Offices of the Clerks of the Peace by the 
various Friendly Societies shows the number of Members at the end of 1868 to have 
been 2043; the Receipts, £4260 12s. l~d.; the Expenditure, £3802 7s.

.•Health and disease are in a great measure affected by the state of the atmosphere; llfoteorology. 
·and a knowledge of this is necessary in interpreting the records, of mortality. I have 
· therefore added, •on the present occasion, an abstract made by, myself from Returns, fur;-
nished to the Royal Society of Tasmania of the results of observations for the year 1868 
by.Mr. F. Abbott.* We are thus enabled, not only to ascertain the Meteorological 
conditions in the past year, but also to compare them with the,means.for 25 years. . , 

.. The mean pressure of the air in ·1868, at the. temperature of 32°, was 29·912,. the 
25 years' average being 29·807; The mean temperature in 1868 was 56-06, ,being l ·61 
degrees above the •average; the mean· diurnal range, 21 ·98,, ·or 4· 12 degrees ~bove thf:l 
average; solar intensity, 96·27, or 3·28 in excess; terrestrial radiation, 42·98, or 0· 12 in 
excess•; mean position of dew-point, 45·42, or 0·03 below the average; humidity .of air, 
0·71, or 0•04 below the average; elastic force of.vapor, 0·317,: or 0·002 in excess. Rain 
fell on only 113 days, the average number being 145·27, or .32·27 more than in 1868,; 
an:d the total rain-fall was 18·08 inches, being less than the average by· 4·.57 inches. 'l'he 
mean quantity of ozone in the atmosphere was 'i'.·64, against an average of:7'.18. The 
total wind-force •was 630·28 lbs. per square foot, ag·ainst an av~rage of 755·78 lbs. 
,June w·as a singularly still month, the total win\l-force being· only 8·06 lbs.,~less than 
one-third 'of the average. · · 

The air being thus found to have been hot and sluggish, it is not difficult to account 
for the excess in·the· mortality.· ·This, however, must·have been checked in some.degree 
by the excess of ozone, and by the dryness, of the atmosphere.,.· '

There is allowed upon the exportat.io? _of the following ai·ticles mid _goods imported into the Colony; viz.-Wine, tea, 
sugar, coffee, cocoa, chicory, currants, ra1sms, dates, r_ice, hops, malt ~iquors, candles, wax and composition, ginger, pepper, 
sago, soda crystals, sulphur, white le11d, sheet lead, Barcelqna nuts, mustard, manufactures of silk, cotton, linen, and wool 
and all articles manufactured therefrom; drapery, haberdashery, hosiery, millinery, furs, hats, boots, shoes, wool­
bags, and cornsacks, being in the original packages in whicl:t the same were imported, a drawback of the ,Duty'.paid 
thereon, provided always that proof be made to the s~tisfaction of the Collector that the full duties due on importation have 
been J>aid; and.upon the exportation of jam, pa,cked .in jars or tins only, man_ufactured in the Colony, a drawback of two 
pounds eight shillings for every ton net weight. 'of jam: provided that the exporter or manufacturer gives notice in writing 
to the Co!Jector of his intention to pack jam for export; and "the Collector' iii· required upon the receipt of such notice, . 
either himself or by an officer of Customs appointed by h_im for sucl1. purpose, to view such jam, .and al~o to seal the case 
or cases in which such jam is packed. . 

No drawback is allowed upon the exportation of jam in _any quantity ,less than one ton, or on ~ny other articles 
or goods entered for drawback u~less the Duty _on any one of such .articles or goods amounts to Five Pounds, and unless 
such goods are shipped within three years from the day of importation thereof, or in the case of the expo'rtation of jam 
manufactured in the Colony, within one year from.~he ~ime _when the e.xporter shall.declare the same to pave been manu ..

This District, like the rest of tlie Island, is. suffering -from the dulness of trade; and until our fine

10. GLAMORGAN. 

IN forwarding the Agricultural and Live Stock Returns for the past year, I beg to state that there is a 
slight improvement in favour of agriculture; the blight, mildew, and rust appe2r to be decreasing, and the 
land generally regaining a more heaJthy state. Th~ pastoral inter~st is, I think, on the ~vane; th~ scab is 
very prevalent among the sheep, owmg to the scarcity of food durmg the autumn and wmter; the mcrease 
oflambs is very poor. The agricultural Return shows 28 acres under green forage. The produce per acre, 
as near as I could asc~rtain, is about 5 ton~, which gives 140 tons. I hav.e not added it with the hay, as 
it would make the produce of that crop very inaccurate, green fodder being so much heavier than dry hay.·

HEREWITH I forward Returns of Agricultural Statistics of .District of Selby for the year enfting 
31st March, 1869. 

A comparison of these with Returns of former years will show a considerable discrepancy in-' tlie 
acreage under various.crops .. This is chiefly to be accounted for from the fact of a portion of my District 
having been added during the past year to the Municipality of Westbury. The part taken from me 
contains large proportions of cultivated land. , 
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I have taken special pains with the Stati_stics thts y~ai,:. . I divided my District into a number of Sub­
Districts, appointing a Collector to each, and· ca:us'ed ev'ery farmer and landholder to be visited. I have 
t!lst~d the C()rrec\t~ess pftt~-~ ~~b.-Collectors' ~.or~.:.~~ ,inq11i_r.y;~~df ~:}\ ~rsel.f, an~ J ha;y~. reas?n .. to. belie_ve 
that the atta~~ed:}~,_et~m~ are . as _n!)arlY, cor1:eqt 3:pt 1~. p~ss1bl~ t? m,~ke them.: . . . _ . , : , , . . . , .

4. The decrease in number of sheep is caused in a great measure by deaths by Fluke. All persons, 
were not willing to state their losses from this cause, but 20 persons acknowledge a loss of 17,460 by Fluke.

THE agricultural area is small compared with that in last Return, and the crops ( consequent on the great. 
scarcity of rain during the season) very meagre. The number of horses, horned c~ttle, and pigs is nearly 
the same as last year. There is a decrease in the Return in reference to sheep, of 10,874. To account fo1" 

· this I have to say that Mr. --'s estate represented last year 29,000. This certainly was an error, as 
his property in this District will carry not more than 16,000. 

[Here follow explanations of certain othe~· differences, which, as affecting individuals, it is not 
advisabl~ to publish. J 

Messrs. -- appear to have been missed entirely in last year's Return. In making up the Return 
I have not reckoned the fallow land as being under rotation of crops : if cropped next year, other land 
would be left under fallow in almost all cases. 

l have no improvements to ·note for the last year, either.agricultural or pastoral, in this District. 

I h~ve endeavoured to make this Return as correct as possible.

16. SPRING BAY. 

THE acreage of wheat is less by over 100 acres than it was last year: in barley there is an increase in 
acreage, but much less in the number of bushels. In the oats crop there is a decrease from last year: in the 
acreage of hay there is an increase, hence the decrease in wheat, as a great portion of it was cut for hay. 
The pea crop was never so low in this District as this year. 

Live Stoch.-In horses there is a small decr~ase from last year, and in horned cattle there is an increase· 
of over 100; in sheep there is a large increase over last year of nearly 8000, but the reason of this is Mr. 
---- has 4000 in the District that were not in it last year, Mr. ---- has an increase of 1000, and 
Mr. ---- has 1200, but had none last year: those sheep have been purchased out of the District. 
Others have an increase in pigs: there is a decrease from last year of nearly 400; but I find on enquiry 
that bacon and pork being so very low last year, the people here did not care about rearing pigs this year. 

All other Cultivated Land.-Under this heading there is much le~s than last year, and the reason is, 
that many persons included land that relapsed into a state of nature as " all other cultivated Land." 

There are no improvements in agricultural or pastoral pursuits in this District, that I can observe,. 
during the year, but on the contrary I observe that a great amount of land hitherto under cultivation is now 
allowed to relapse into a state of nature,-that is on large farms.

Ilrainage of tl1e lan~ 4!J.s not. yet been su.ffic~ent~y attendeq to, nor has fallowing 
during the sunimei· months, which is an excellent preparation where the \a.nd is dirty, lJ:p.d, where there is npt 
s,ufficient manure. to help and nourish the land, is the very best thirig that· the farmers can do: when 
attended to, good results invariably follow. The land is cropped year after year, and must therefore. require 
nourishment in the shape of manure, which l 11,_m_ ha,p.p.y t9. infw:w._ you is lately beneficially carried out. 

Where irrigation with little expense ca.n J;>e carried· ·out, nothing renews or refreshes the land better. 
Irrigation of late comma1?:~ more attenti?n, _and with good results. _ Growing grain has not paid the 
farmers of late years. The farmer who neglects to grow m!).ngel wurzel, p.ease, beans, turnips, carrots, &c. 
is not as well repaid as h\l w4o grows a fair s~a,re o.f tl~e. \?,tter, 'Yhich are pro:qtably used in fattening cattle 
during the winter months. ·
