HAVING for the last two days investigated the Accounts of your Council Clerk to this date, I regret to inform you that. 
there is a very serious deficiency in his cash amounting to £235 12s. 4d., as per statement annexed .. 

The loose manner in which the Account Books and Record Books have been kept and allowed to fall into arrear is very 
discreditable: for instance, I found that the Council Clerk's Cash Book had not been entered up since the year 1875, the 
Treasurer's Cash Book since the 31st December, 1879; that the Receipt Book for Police Rates had not been used in every 
case "for giving Receipts of Rates, and was therefore useless for the purposes of checking these receipts ; that the Court of 
General Sessions Book and the Magisterial Fees and Fines Book wer,:i kept in a very slov:~nly mal).Iler, in many instances: 
the cases not being properly recorded. 

In consequence of these irregularities the statement referred to had to some extent to be made up, especially with regard 
to Police Rates, from information verbally given by Mr. M'Pherson; whereas if proper precautions had been taken to keep 
in order the books and documents introduced by the Government for keeping the Municipal Accounts, the information would 
have been available from the usual records so provided. 

Your attention is requested to the large arrears of Rates stated to be outstanding; viz.-on account of 1878, £81 4s. 5d. i 
and on account of 1879, £124 15s. 9d.
