Thus it will be seen that the profit
on those lines which paid more than working expenses was £32,866 18s. 3d., and the loss on those-
lines which did not pay working expenses was £3575 18s.

working of £29,290 19s. 8d., being an increase of £7653 11s. 10d. as compared with 1894.

The receipts per train mile shows an increase of 3-53d. on the figures for 1894, whilst the-
. working expenses per train mile have been increased by 0-73d. only.

‘General.

In my Report to you last year, I invited your attention to the fact that the Department is
called upon to grant concessions to nearly. every branch of the Public Service, and, I may now add,.

revenue in the carriage of ore, as well as all description of merchandise necessary to the population.

I am pleased to say that our system was never in better order, and we have received compli-
ments on its excellent condition from high authoritics.

It is again my pleasing duty, as it has been mmuaily for the last ten years during which I have-
had the honor to manage your Railways, to report an absolute immunity from accident,—a record.
‘which, I'am proud to believe, exceeds that of any other Colony. : .

The maintenance of the Main Line has been very satisfactory. All the old 40 Ibs, iron rails-
have been taken out of the road, and the Line is now relaid with 61 lbs. steel rails for 24} miles.
from Hobart. Extensive renewals have been made at Risdon and Clarendon Bridges.

-The Station-yard at Antill Ponds has been enlarged. A cottage has been built at 19} miles,.
‘and cottages have been removed and re-erected at Antill Ponds and 23 miles. Additions have-
been made to other cottages. A small Goods-shed has been built at Antill Ponds, and imprcve-
ments and additions made at Hobart, Glenorchy, Bridgewater Junction, Campania, Parattah, Tun--
_bridge and Ross. . : : . )

) A Shelter-shed has been put up at Andover. The bridges and culverts generally are in good.
order. . .
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Derwent VaLLey LINE.

" This Line has been well maintained. A Shelter-shed has been erected at Falls station, and
minor improvements made at Macquarie Plains. A high flood occurred in August, both the
Plenty and Derwent Rivers being very high. I am pleased to state no damage was done.

The Apsley Line has been satisfactorily maintained, and is in good running condition.

Small produce-sheds of economical design have been erected at Chudleigh Junction and Kindred.
An addition has also been made to the Station Master’s cottage at Chudleigh Junction. Cattle-
guards have been constructed at 814 miles, and 53 miles 50 chains Dunorlan and Whitefoord Hills
new road crossings. Improvements have been made in the Devonport yard and road approaches.
A new bridge, giving increased waterway, has been built over King’s Creek at Latrobe.
