l. WE, the Members of the Board of Education, Tasmania, have the honor to submit the 

following Report of-our proceedings during· the year 1875. 

·2. During the year 1874 there were 147 Schools in actual operation. The total numbe1; elf 
distinct children at any time on the Rolls for that year was 12,158; the average number on the 
Rolls from month to month was 7970; the average_ daily attendance was 5867. During the yea;r 
1875 there were 154 Schools in operation; the total number· of distinct children on the Rolls for 
the year was 12,271; the average number on the Rolls from month to month was 8145, and the 
average daily attendance 5703. As compared with the year 1874 the number of Schools has increased 
by seven ; the total number of children on the Rolls by 113; the average number on the Rops by 
175; but the average daily attendance has decreased 164. This reduction is owing in a great 
measure to the increased demand for jttvenile labour during the fruit and hop-picking seasons, 
Scarlet fever and measles, .which raged throughout .the Colony during the year,· also materially 
niduced the average.attendance. . . . . .

"· Until last vear boys under thirteen years were admitted to the Examinatio:1, and the Exhibitions were· 
generally won by O boys above twelve years of age. Only boys under twelve yei,trs are now allowed to compete. 
Chiefly, it is believed, for this reason the number of Candidates wus reduced la£t year, and has been still further 
lessene.d at this Examination. Therefore, considering the ages of the boys, and the fact that the papers set in the· 
various subjects were not less difficult than formerly, their work is very cre.ditable to them, though it does. not . 
.compare favourably with that of last year and of some previous years. The attainments of the foremost in the list, 
·and of several others, are greatly above the level ordinarily reached by boys of.the same age, and reflect honour on: 
the Schools which they represent."

G E .. NERAL Report for tlte Year ended 31st December, 1875, by T. STEPHENS, Esq._, M,A;; 
Chief Inspector of Schools. 

GENTLEMEN, 

Hobart Torvn, 2f)th April, 1876. 

I HAVE the honour to present my General Report for the year ended 31st December, 1875. 

INSPECTION. 

The earlier part of the year was occupied with the annual examinations_ of Teachers and Pupil 
Teachers, the preparation of Reports, the collation of notes on School exammations, and a variety of 
other business for which the continuous travelling of the latter part of the previous year had left no 
available leisure. · Much of this work had, as heretofore, to be performed in my· private time. Between 
the 8th February and the 31st December ,147 visits of inspection were paid, and 101 separate Schools. 
inspected, my tours embracing nearly the whole of the Island, the exceptions being the extreme portion of 
the North West Coast, the Sorell district, and the southern half of the East Coast. Besides the Schools_ 
inspected, there were 13 which I found closed at the time of my visit to their neighbourhood, leaving 37 
Schools not visited, -all of which, however, will probably have been inspected before this Report is 
published. In addition to the annual examinations previously mentioned, I held 15 _examinations of 
candidates for employment in various capacities, occupying from one to three days each, and paid 8 special 
visits to localities where efforts were being made to establish Public Schools. The rest of my time was 
occupi~d in the transaction of routine business of the ordinary miscellaneous character. 

_: The results of niy year's work, so far as they are apparent to myself, are still very discouragiag. The 
knowledge that many Teachers. in remote districts could not qualify themselves for promotion, or receive 
information of which they stood in need, without a visit from the Inspector, compelled me to devote most 
of my time to the, rural Schools, giving less attention than usual to the large ·town Schools, and other 
important objects. Very little leisure was available for conference with local authorities, or for anything 
more than mere inspection and examination of the Schools ; but they have now drifted so entirely beyond 
my control that the limits of useful interference with the details of management are soon.reached. I have 
been much gratified by a renewed assurance that the great majority of the Teachers are earnestly devoting 
themselves to the discharge of their duty according to their several abilities, and with many of them it is a 
very up-hill task that they have undertaken, There are unsatisfactory exceptions, and cases will occur to 
the recollection of the Board in which there are grounds for suspecting the existence of grave irregularities; 
and. it is evident that such evils must continually increase, and that their extent cannot even be ascertained, 
until the discipline of the Department is placed upon a footing of efficiency. The peculiar position of 
Teachers, the nature of their work, their knowledge that most duties within the -School-room walls may be· 
neglected without attracting the notice of any one'but an Inspector, and that,so long as they keep on good 
terms with their· neighbours no complaints will be made, expose them to temptations from which other 
classes are free. It is casting no slur upon the profession to insist on the necessity of supervision ·of 
Bchool _ management as well as of instruction, both for the public interest and for that of the 'l'eachers 
themselves. This necessary superintendence is, of course, out of the question while there is only one 
fnspector, whose time is chiefly occupied in business that, though taking up much time and attention, is of 
a simple character,_ and might easily be performed by young subordinates. I cannot suggest any better 
plan for securing the requisite agency than that which obtains in similar circumstances elsewhere-the 
·appointment of district or assistant Inspectors, each residing in some convenient centre where he would be 
accessible to Teachers and others interested in Schools, when not actually engaged in travelling. An 
~ntimate and personal knowledge of the Schools and Teachers is the first thing to be acquired. Every case 
1·equires a se_1Jarate diagnosis and special treatment, and it may be necessary to pay four or five visits to 
one School while another requires only one or two during tlrn same period. Inspectors in these C~lonies 
e~ercise, or ought to exercise, the double functions which are separately performed by the Government 
Inspectors and those of the School Boards, or other local bodies, in the Mother Country. They ought not 
bnly to inspect and examine, but to supervise the working of the Schools within their own jurisdiction, the 
customary provision being made for superintendence in ord~r to secure uniformity in practice. An Inspector's 
profession is chiefly to be le_arned by experience, and _Personal qualifications are those which are most_requ~re~. 
Hff ought to have a J'>ractical knowledge ofteachmg and school management, but above all tlungs it __ IS 

essential that he shall have had such a liberal up-bringing as will enable him to judge fairly and treat with 
respect the views 'which may happen to differ from his own, and to understand that all Teachers are not 
intended to work exactly in the same groove. An aptitude for bush travelling, and an unlimited capacity 
for roughing it, are very necessary qualifications for Inspectors, though the facilities for travelling are 
much improved, and they will be exempt from the necessity of swimming unfordable rivers, which used 
for:rp.erly to be a common in'cident of my North Coast journeys. ·,; • 
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SCHOOL INSTRUCTION AND MANAGEMENT. 

My separ~te Reports on the Schools have. been sufficiently full to give a general idea of the extent to 
which the instruction is carried in each, and of the character of the teaching. As to the more prominent 
defects there is nothing to add to ~he remarks made last year, but I may give an outline of some of the 
principal causes to which they owe their existence. An unsatisfactory standard in Reading may often be 
fairly attributed to the use of the books of the. Irish Series. They contain materials which may be turned to 
good account by competent Teache1's, but in'other hands they have nothing to recommend them, and a great 
many of the lessons have literally to be translated into English before th~y can be made intelligible to the 
children. Here is a specimen fi,orri. a lesson in the· Fourth Book :- · 

"Pearl consists of concentric coats of the same substance as that which forms the mother-of-pearl of tho sholl; they are 
produced by the extravasation of a lapidifying fluid, secreted in (?) the organs of tho animal, and filtered by its glands." 

And the meanings which are given to many.of the words in the earlier books are more difficult than the 
words which they profess to explain. An excellent opportunity was afforded during the past year of . 
uniting with some of the neighbouring Colonies in the preparation of a series of properly graduated 
Re.ading Books adapted to· the- special wants of Australian and Tasmanian Schools ; but the time is going 
by, and I fear that it is now almost too late for us to receive any direct benefit from the proposed scheme. 
The last supply of Reading Books shows an alteration in their arrangement and n_umbering;··,vithout any 
improvement; and_ as· these have unfortunately been issued without' a caution-to prevent Teachers from 
being misled by the change of title, the classes in many Schools have been thrown into some confusion. 
Without entering into the details of this subj~ct I may say tlu1t a Teacher who only secures deliberate and 
distinct articulation, with a fair amount of intelligence, will al ways obtain high credit. The old adage is 
,vorth remembe~·ing :- · . , 

" Learn tb read slow : all other. graces 
Will follow in their proper places." 

The defects note.d undel' the heads of Writing'and ArithmetiC' are chiefly traceable to negligent supervision, 
or want of skill in dealing with the rudimentary stages. In the latter subject the standard attaiued iii the· 
majority of Schools is so low that there is the less excuse for an absence 0£ thoroughness.- Black0 board 
instruction, dictation exercises, and printed cards, are the best means to employ, and frequent recapitulation 
will prevent the disappointmimt which a Teacher experiences when children whom he supposes to be 
making rapid progress are proved to him to be ignorant of elementary, principles, and to have forgotten 
processes which they were supposed to have mastered long before. Some subjects of instrnction are· 
chiefly useful in an indirect way. Grammar, in most· Schools,- seldom means anything more than very 
simple parsing, and though it certainly does not teach the children "to speak and write the English 
language correctly," -it aids fr1 cultivating habits of perception, thought, and reasoning from analogy, and,. 
as a change in the routine of lessons, is 'a useful exercise even in the junior classes. More attention 
should be given to practical Composition,. which is seldom introduced below the 5th Class, a stage which 
very few children even approach- during the whole of their school life. A School Map of Tasmania is 
much wanted, and I should have myself supplied this defect long ago if I could have found any leisure 
for such work. A few, teachers have· constructed very useful maps for their own use, but considcmble, 
personal knowledge of the country is. required to enable one to distinguish between what is right and 
wrong in the publications from which the _necessary information has to be collected. The elementary 
stibjects of instruction would exhibit immensely higher results if it we1:e possible, ·and it ought to be 
possible, to require that proper attention should be given to the cultivation of intelligence in cver,v sta<Te of 
the· educational process; but the· principles of oral teaching are still very imperfectly recognised, and the 
fe'w excellent Schools in which they are understood and inculcated only throw the rest into- a deeper shade. 
I have a high·respect fot rote and memory work in their .proper place, but I. have not much hope for a 
School when I fi'nd a: boy learning Euclid by heart, and unable to follow two consecutive steps in a. 
problem if the letters of his diagram are changed; or when another is paraded as "· in Discount," and 
tells me that "5 per cent." means " five· years," with other equally lucid answers. F.xercises on the plan 
of Mangnall's Questions, with formal answers to·set questions, belong to the same class. As a specimen 
of answering of another kind I am tempted to quote an abstract:of a subj~ct selected by choice from his. 
Reading Book by a boy in the highest class in_ one of the leading. Schools :~ 
. . ''Histor!I of Wari·en: Hastings.-WaITen Hastings sprang from an i!!i'stratcd -race. When· he WHS eighteen years old his, 
un·c,e Howard determined to take care of him. at ten he was 1·emo,•ed at Westminster School. ho was born on tho 6th 
Dec·ember, He li,•es in a· constant vapoui· bath. I-tis mind benrs a singul\lr analogy boy· like. Ho was contained in easy 
confinment during many months. The office of Ministry was abolished. Moro than a hundred _thousand people fled from their 
homes to pestilential jungles preffering faming and fever·." 

: . . The process employed in the constructio~ of this specimen of " original;, composition may perhaps 
l•c'. a mystery to those who are not familiar with the ways of schoolboys; but it is cited chiefly as an 
instance of w)·ong classification,• the boy in question having been placed at least two classes above his 
proper position, as was shown by his other work. It is right to add that in this particular school such 
cases.are of rare occurrence.• 

. While such long intervals necessarily occur bet~een ~isits of inspection it is not always possible to 
decide-whether a low standard of. efficiency in those matters for which a 'J,'eacher should be held responsibl!l 
is a consequence _of negligence, or want of ski_lt . Somefones he has evidently failed tI1rough teaching 
over the children's heads, or attempting to introduce methods which 'he· has seen used by an experienced 
Teacher in another School, without understandii:ig their proper application ; sometimes through defective 
discipline and the idleness and inattention consequent thereon; and i,ometimes through the premature 
promotion, under parental pressure, of children who have not.yet. mastered the work of their class. The 
Programme or Standard of Instmction is simplicity itself as compared witl~ those of other countries, !md 
.yet a large per-centage of the failures at a School_Examination_ are clearly traceable to.a misconception or 
carefoss reading of its plain directions,. or to the diversity of interpretation and JJractic_e which.necessarily 
obtained while there were two Inspectors 1/,C~ing independently of each other. I h_ave_ no sympathy with 
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the French Minister of Instruction who 
1
exulted in the knowledge that whe_n the• clock indicated a'..certain 

hour every. School within the bounds of the Empire was engaged. in studying the history of the N apo­
leonic · dynasty, and so on through. the official time table for the day; but I strongly contend for the 
establishment and maintenance of such uniformity of practice _as will preve:µt the classification and 
management of our Schools from being thrown into confusion with every change of Teachers, and this is 
only to be secured by such means as I have previously described. When the means shall have been 
provided for attaining a higher standard of general e~Iiciency in t_he A B C of instruction, it will not be 
difficult to cultivate attention to other important branches with which the majority of our Schools, have 
little useful acquaintance.. Singing as a branch of iustruction is efficient in a very few instances. Singing 
by ear is pretty generally practised, and with some good results; but, as Mr. Hullah remarks in one of 
his late reports, "whatever its value as a means of moral discipline, singing 'by ear,'· regarded from a 
musical point of view, is simply worthless." Drawing, as a regular element in the School course, I do not 
mean the instruction of a few select pupils, is still less common. Drill might be made a feature in the 
routine of every School with great advantage, both as an adjunct to discipline, and a means of physical 
training, not, as we sometimes find it, an instrument for extinguishing all iridividuality in children and 
converting them into so l!lany parts of a great machine. \Vhen the theory and practice of Object Lessons, 
which is only another name for collective oral teaching, is better· understood, it will be possible to give 
some prominence to subjects that are not formally recognised in the official programme. The instruction 
in the outlines of physical geography, the science of common things and natural phenomena, in the det;i.ils 
of various trades and manufacturing processes, in the principles of domestic and social economy, and even 
in the simpler elements of natural history and physical science, might find its place in the teaching of an 
efficient Common School without any interference with what vrn term the "essential" subjects. That 
such teaching has been successfully introduced here and there, under the most diverse conditions, is a 
proof that it is not unattainable on a more extended scale. Among other necessary reforms which I cannot 
effect without assistance, is the estal,lishment of that regular system of review of past work for which no satis­
factory substitute can be supplied by any agency from without. I have also long wished to initiate a sort 
of registration scheme under which every child who had "satisfied" the Inspector in any class above the 
Third should receive a certificate to that effect. Into the details of such a scheme I need not now enter. 
If there were the means of carrying it iuto effect I am confident that the certificate wouli-1 eventually be 
more valued than any prize, and that a powerful stimulus would be given to local interest in the Public 
Schools, and to the work of the Teachers themselves. 

TEACHERS AND TRAINING. 

When I drew up the scheme of classification of Teachers, which received the sanction ·of the Board 
in 1869, I was well aware that it had one grave defect, the absence of any sufficient provision against the 
appointment of incompetent or unsuitable persons to the charge of Schools; but it was not possible to 
supply this omission without the introduction of the means of training, and the employment of an adequate 
staff of Inspectors. Of the high character and respectability of tlie Public Teachers, speaking of them as 
a class, the Colony has good reason to be proud. Some are highly competent, some are approaching this 
standard, and many are only prevented from doing the same by the want of suitable opportunities. But 
so long as candidates need only pass a very simple examination in the elementary subjects, and require no 
further rertificate of fitness, it is obvious_ that in the majority of cases a long time must elapse before they 
can become even moderately qualified for the proper discharge of their duties, and that some will never 
reach even that standard. I have always desired to see the Teacher's profession made an object in itself,­
neither a refuge for the destitute, nor a stepping stone to something else and only taken up for a time; 
and I am confident that there would be a sufficient supply of suitable candidates who would willingly 
accept low salaries at the outset, if they could see a prospect of learning their business within a reasonable 
time, and rising to a respectable standing in the profession. It seems at last to be generally admitted that 
the establishment of a Model or Training School is an imperative necessity, and I have shown in other 
repol'ts that there need be no objection raised on the score of expense, when the character of the particular 
institution which we require is properly understood. It will, however, take years to provide a supply of 
regularly trained Teachers, and some subsidiary agency should be organised: without loss of time. 
M-uch may he effected by systematic i!1spec;;ion under such arrangements as I have previously described, 
but it is now pretty well understood that when a Teacher requires instruction, which cannot be imparted in 
the ordinary course of inspection, he ought to receive it anywhere rather than in his own School. The 
plan of employing what were termed "organising masters" has been tried and found wanting. I have 
already submitted, in a letter dated July, 1872, a scheme which I believed would effect the object in view; 
and I find now that, about the same time, or shortly afterwards, a precisely similar proposal was made to 
the Council of Edt1cation in New South Wales, and carried into effect in the following year. As the 
results of actual experiments are worth more than any amount of theory, I make no apology for quoting 
an outline of this scheme from the Council's Report for 18i3 :-

"I. Inspectors were authorised (1) to invite applications from persons resident in country districts, and accustomed to the 
usual mode of living in the bush; (2) to direct suitabl;i applicants, after the necessary inquiries had been made, to attend some 
good school conveniently situated, for the purpose of receiving instruction of an elementary kind and acquiring some practical 
knowl~dge of School-keeping. 

JI. Applicants so admitted were to be paid £4 monthly during such attendance, subject to the .Inspector's ce1·tificate that 
their conduct, attention, and progress were satisfactory. 

III. A small bonus was to be awarded to the master or mistress of the school in which such persons were trained. 

IV. In filling up vacancies in small schools of e-,ery kind preference w9,s to be given to persons who had undergone ih~ 
course of instruction he1·ein indicated, and the prospect of admission to the Training School was held out as a reward for 
successful teaching for three years in a bush school. 

So far as carried out this experiment has proved highly. successful.'! 
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i:'. . : ff'will be observed' that this scheme embraces all the elenients essential ·to success-the mutual 
'i•i:isponsibility of the Teacher and the c:i,ndidate, and the supervision of an Inspector over the whole process. 
:Here in Tasmania a wider field is open, for there· are many Teachers already in charge of Schools who only 
:want an opportunity of this kind to give them a fair start. . • 

GENERAL. 

. Other matters· requiring attention, such as defective School accommodation, insufficient provision of 
. out-offices; and other details of School organisation, I have noted from time to time in my separate 
:repo.rts. The public are, I think, fully aware of the Board's desire to encourage the widest possible 
·.extension of the means of instruction, but it is not sufficiently understood how the efforts of the Board are 
"hampered, and the progress of education retarded by local obstacle!! which they have no power to remove, 
and which will continue to exist so long as the local subsidies 1·equired to meet grants of public money are 
dependent upon voluntary and spasmodic efforts.
