Rain gardens throughout centre of space to collect runoff 
from pavement and clean as it flows down to detention 
pond

Surface Finishes

Develop a palette of concrete finishes unique to site and 
use in a way to add movement and texture. Ideas include 
the seeding of oyster shells, fine steel filaments to look like 
she oak needles and a palette of earthy colours.

In the smaller nodes use a variety of paving textures, sizes 
and layouts to add a fine grain and intimacy to the 
meeting places.

Meeting Places - Planted Nooks

Create protected gathering spaces and outdoor learning 
nodes adjacent to centre of learning areas. Use the edges 
of the raised planters to create seating / studying 
opportunities. Arrange so conversation can occur in 
smaller groups or larger as required. Combine rain gardens 
and decks as central spaces for learning/ gathering/ 
celebrating. Arrange to enable clear circulation through to 
and around buyilding entries. 

Raised Lawn Platforms

Large raised platforms of lawn and trees to add parkland 
type experience to space with edges for seating. Lawn 
will be able to drain for year round use. Sloped access for 
maintenace and ease of mobility.

Sculptural Seating

Large feature seat for lounging and play. Placed on other 
side of central amphitheatre to book end space for events, 
while allowing vehicle access through.

Planting Strategy

A palette of Tasmanian plants to fill and spill from the raised 
planters and be arranged to tie in with the various 
building uses, i.e around the canteen, a mix of native 
edibles through to the art and science area where plants 
uses reflect cultural practices.
